	Procedure: 
I. Vocabulary
Instruction

Students work individually. Introduce four categories—hair, diet, plastic surgery, and skin. Get students to sort the expressions into the right category. Then compare their answers with their group. Give 4 minutes.

(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

Do “a. get split ends.” for students. 
ICQ
Who are you working with?

How much time do you have? 
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers: let students write the expressions in the correct category. (#1 already written by teacher)

- Go through the expressions one by one 

- Elicit the meaning from students 

- Explain the meaning if necessary 
II. Prediction

Instructions

Show pictures of the 4 speakers. Ask students for their first impressions of them.  

ICQ
Can you see the pictures?
Do you remember what you have to say?
(Hold the pictures in hands)
Show the pictures one by one. 

Elicit vocabulary used to describe their appearances.

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instructions

Note taking is NOT allowed. Have students close their eyes and listen to the three speakers. Then ask them what each speaker is concern about. 
ICQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think about? 
(Play tracks 1 through 3 without stopping) 

If students want to listen to it again, play the tracks one more time. If not, have them share their thoughts. 
Tape the three pictures on the board, and ask them what they think about each speaker. Identify the pictures. 
2. Listening for Details

Instructions

This time students will listen to the speakers one by one. 
Ask them to fill the listening worksheet as they listen. Work individually. 

ICQ
What are you listening for? 

Are you working alone? 

(Distribute the listening worksheet)

Play track 1.

Let students write in answers as they listen.

If students want to listen to it again, play the track again; if not, move on to the next track. 
(Follow the same cycle until finished with track 3)

Students compare the answers with their group members. 
(In the meanwhile, put the wall charts and the pictures of the speakers on the board.)
When they all agree, get one student in each group to come to the front and fill out the profile wall chart on the board. 

Group 1 fills out speaker 1’s profile.(same for groups 2~3) 
Check the answers all together after the representatives fill out the profile sheets. Go through all 4 Profile Sheets.

Listening Script  
Speaker 1: Carrie
“Hi, my name is Carrie. I’m 35 years old, Anglo Saxon. I live in New York City. I’m currently a columnist. At the moment, I’m very upset because of my hair. I wanted to change my hair style, so I went to the beauty salon yesterday and got my hair permed, but I don’t like how my hair turned out. My hair is extremely damaged and I’m getting split ends. What’s even worse is, I met a friend of mine this morning, and she said this new style doesn’t suit me at all. You know, friends usually say nice things to you even if you don’t look fantastic, don’t they?  And she said my perm looked like lion’s mane. She didn’t even ask me where I got my hair done, which is her usual question. So what should I do? I completely have no idea what to do. Should I straighten my hair with a curling iron or should I just put my hair up in a ponytail?   
Speaker 2: Charlotte
“Hi, I’m Charlotte, a 27-year-old florist in Manhattan. I recently met a friend of mine after a long time apart, and she said I looked really pretty—she said she didn’t know I was that gorgeous.  So later after some small talk, when she said something looked different about me, I took the courage to tell her that I actually fixed everything on my face. I told her that I got fillers in my nose, and I fixed my eyelids two times; I had to tell her that I even fixed my breasts and legs.  But the thing is, that she said she couldn’t tell if I had a plastic surgery. I felt so happy. Years ago, she was way prettier than me, but now I can tell that I became much more attractive than her. Above all, I really feel happy and confident now.  So now I’m considering getting my eyeliner tattooed. Or perhaps I can get my lashed extended. 
Speaker 3: Samantha
“Hello, I’m Samantha from Vancouver, Canada. I’m 39—and really interested in skin. My friends say I look good without makeup and called my skin luminous. They are always envious of my fair skin tone. Aims:


Main aim: by the end of the lesson, students have improved their listening skills by listening to three women, each talking about their appearances


Secondary aim: students have learned and practiced expressions about appearances by grouping expressions on the worksheet, and writing/talking about their appearances


Personal aim: I would like to improve my time management





Language Skills:


Reading: students will read the lexical items in the appearance worksheet


Listening: students will listen to the listening script, and also to other students’ opinions


Speaking: students will talk about predictions for 4 speakers, compare answers and discuss with group members; they will also talk about their own appearances


Writing: students will write in answers for appearance worksheet and also listening worksheet 





Language Systems:


Grammar: general observations


Lexis : expressions used in describing women’s appearances


Phonology: repetitive exposure to the same audio tracks 


Function: describe appearances


Discourse: discussion and idea exchange




















Assumptions:


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


Students are able to communicate and exchange their ideas fluently in English 


Most students are interested in their appearances including hair style, going on a diet, plastic surgery, and skin 








Anticipated Problems and Solutions:


Students may not be able to follow the passage 


( Let them listen to the tracks again


Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


(Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


Students may need more time to work on the new expressions  


(Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answer instead of having 


 students write them on the board


If time is short 


(Cut post-activity discussion short and only send 2~3 students up to the front and present what they wrote about their appearances


   Or get those who finish earlier to help other students 


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,


(Make use of the SOS activity
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
