	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students may not be able to keep going the debate.
→Provide students some sources that related to marriage life such as having a baby, holding a wedding ceremony, compare their marriage life with their friends, life at work as a married woman.
-If time is short  
→Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions.

      -If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

         →Let students give a presentation about their post activity (My happy marriage life in the future.)
