(Draw ranking chart on the board)
Instruction
Now, let’s find out what is your most important factor for having a successful relationship with your boy friend. I will hand out worksheet. There are many things to consider when you choose a boy friend. In your worksheet, You can see 14 factors. Here are the 14 factors’ cards. You may find the definition on the back of each card. You need to rank the following factors from 1 to 14. 
Let’s do the first one together. Please look up here. 

(Ask students to look on the wall chart)

Demonstration
Look at the left side, 
“What does it say?” 
(Students answer “ranking”)
“Right, these numbers are the ranking from 1 the most to 14 the least”
Look at the right side,

“What does it say?”  
(Students answer “factors”)
“Right, so put the factor that you think the most important things to choose your boy friend for a successful relationship. I’ll put “Money”. But, it can be changed in your process of raking.
(Distribute the worksheet)

You will have 3 minutes to work on.

Instruction

I will hand out worksheet. In this worksheet, there are blanks to complete the story about my perfect date. Complete the story with your partner. One person donate your most important factor and give your story to another person, in the other hand, another person fills in the blank and present the story.
Demonstration
For example, in my case, I ranked “money” in the 1st.. I will write “has lots of money” in the 1st blank. Then, the second blank to “We meet at a fancy restaurant. I like this place because it’s a good place to be around rich people. The atmosphere is very luxurious. After done with blanks, there are two questions at the bottom.
Q1. We’re talking about the wedding.  

Q2. I feel uncomfortable because he keeps talking about the expensive wedding present. 

After all groups are done with this worksheet, one of you will stand up and read your worksheet.
