-Secondary Aim: Ss will improve speaking skills  by expressing their own ideas
-Personal Aim : I want to improve my CCQs, ICQs and modeling skills


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will read idioms worksheet
-Listening: Ss will listen to other student’s opinion and thought 

-Speaking: Ss will speak and express their own thoughts  
-Writing: Ss will write worksheets  what they think



	Language Systems:
-Phonology : None to discuss
-Lexis : idioms used in describing career mothers and housewives 
(double income family, stay at home mom)

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-how the class is set up and run(there will be 2 student groups at each table)
-the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

-all the students are adults (Age 25 and up)
-all the students understand what marriage life is like

-all the students are women


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Students may not be able to follow how to discuss
→ Show them give some demonstrations until they get the idea 
- Students may need more time to work on the idioms
→ Give some hints about activities or 1 minute more
