	Aims:

Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by role-playing and talking about shopping

Secondary aim: Students will learn vocabulary related to shopping by completing matches and discussing credit and credit cards.

Personal aim: I want to improve confidence and time management.



	Language Skills:

Reading:  Student will read the example dialogue before they do a role play
Listening: Student will listen to other student’s role-play.

Speaking: Student will talk by having dialogue in the role-play and the discussion.
Writing: Student will write their scripts for role-play.




	Language Systems:

Phonology: /f/ (sounds for ‘feathers, fitting, fuchsia, fussy’)
Lexis: Idiom (Ex. Fine feathers make fine birds, polka-dotted dress)
Grammar: Polka-dotted dress (adjective + noun)

Function: Polite expression (Ex. I would like to…, I think I will…)

Discourse: Dialogue


	Assumptions:
· Student already know = How the set up and run.
· They are intermediate students(age=13-15)

· Students had a experience in shopping

· Students exchange idea and opinions to complete tasks.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Students may not able to follow the passage easily

· Provide them with the worksheet for the idea of content

Students may need time on their presentation

· Demonstrate before they work on their own dialogue.

Students may not be active in the discussion

·  Exchange them to talk about their past experience for opinions.
