Write two sentences on the board

Sentence #1
It started to rain.
Sentence #2
I bought an umbrella.
How do we link these sentences together?

Students will answer: It started to rain so I bought an umbrella.

In grammar, what do we call for the “so”?

Yes. It’s “Conjunctions!”
Model

Write “Conjunctions” on the board. 
What is Conjunction?

It’s use to link words, phrases and clauses.

CCQ

Why she bought an umbrella?
Is it raining now?
FANBOYS activity

Instruction

Please try to find the seven coordinating conjunctions through these acronym = FANBOYS

F=for

A=and

N=nor

B=but

O=or

Y=yet

S=so

Demonstration

For example, we just learned “so” as one of the seven coordinating conjunctions. (Teacher place the “so” card next to the “S”)

ICQ
What is the “F” stands for?

Ss will answer “for”
Then call out the students to place the card accordingly.
