Doing a game – Find synonyms





Instruction


Make 2 groups(Team A & Team B). 


Set one empty desk in the center and put the flashcards on it.





“One person from team A and one person from team B stand in front of the desk. Once I show one word, you have to find its synonyms as soon as possible. There are 3 synonyms for each given word and who find more synonyms is the winner. This is the 1 set of the game and you have 20sec for each set. Each person can play 1 set turn by turn.”





Demonstration


Exercise the game once.

Begin the game showing the first word.
