“Now students are divided into two groups.”
“Students of group A are for ‘Proper Attire’and students of group B  are against ‘Proper Attire.’ “
First, we are going to discuss and write in pairs about ‘Proper Attire’ in two situations. 
The situations are ;
  1. At school

  2. At the cinema
By using the clothes in the closet of worksheet#4, decide what you will wear and what are improper attires in two situations and then write them down on the worksheet#3 with the reason.
“Work in pairs to write down for 2 minutes and then we will debate.”
 ( Distribute worksheet#3, #4 )

Demonstration
“I will give you an example. You can speak more complicatedly if you want. “.

If I am in group A’, I have to wear proper attire.
At school, I will wear pumps, slacks and a jacket. 
I can feel comfortable and study better in this way.

At cinema, I will wear a blouse, mid-length skirt and high heel shoes. I will look nice enough to enjoy the time.
I think we should be decently dressed at school and at any place we should wear proper attire.  Wearing short mini-skirt is not proper. We should not offend other people’s feeling.

“Are you working for writing down in pairs?” (yes)

Monitor discreetly
Answer students if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 30 seconds left..

“One student in each group will speak in turns.”
( Choose the first student to speak in advance before class )
 “(a student’s name )You, go first.”

If needed, control the debate a bit.

(Choose a student to speak for the last time)
