What do you call this kind of word grammatically?
It starts with a ‘G.’ 

Yes, it is called ‘Gerund’.
( Put the pictures on the board )

Model
(Write down ‘Gerund’ on the board. )
.Gerunds can be placed as subjects , objects and after prepositions
But  today, we are going to learn about Gerunds objects only.

 “When I am saying, ‘I am reading a book now’, is the word ‘reading’ a Gerund? “(no) ( Present Participle)
 “Then, when I am saying, ‘I like reading books’, is the word ‘reading’ here a gerund? (yes)”

And another sentence: 

She enjoys working. What is the opposite sentence of this? 

She doesn’t enjoy working.

But when she enjoys being idle. How can you say this?

She enjoys not working.

 (Let students read it aloud as a whole class.)
“Time’s up now.“
