	Aims:
Main Aim: To enable students to read information about Travel and preparing to trip.
Secondary Aim: To enable students to use various vocabularies about traveling Personal Aim: I want to deliver my instructions clearly, speaking slowly, and increase Student’s Talking Time throughout activities



	Language Skills:

Reading: students will read 3 different accommodations for trip to find on a map and various vocabularies about a planning trip.
Listening: students will listen to other’s opinions and answers of each questions
Speaking: Students will speak their opinions about a planning travel and about accommodations, more on quiz 

Writing: Students will write ideas on map, and write places or locations on paper



	Language Systems:
           Phonology: Accommodation, Facilities, etc
Lexis: Travel  vocabularies (ex. accommodation, facilities , window breaker, etc)
Function: None to discuss
Grammar: Compare sentence, questioning using compare pattern during quiz
Discourse: Dialogue, Monologue



	Assumptions:
· All students are adults (age 25 and up)
· Students already know: 

· How to find place in the map throughout reading directions
· Many  places/ locations in Korea to trip
· Students have experienced of a trip.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- If student do not pick up the instructions for the activity 

· Do more than 1 demonstration 
· If time students want to have more time for reading
· Let them read and understand 1or 2more minutes 

· Students may find difficulties about vocabularies 
· Allow them to use dictionary in the reading time, and make sure what the words mean clearly.
· If students do not understand post activity 
· Show demonstrations and give them examples how to play and what roles are
· If student finish their tasks earlier than anticipated, 

· Ask questions about why they choose
