	Aims:
- Main Aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss discuss the culture of blind dating in context to exposing Ss to learn the use of figurative language.
- Secondary Aim: Ss will talk about blind dates by having Ss  do a fill in the blank worksheet, match idioms, discuss the advantages and disadvantages of going on a blind date, engaged in listening dictation of four people searching for a compatible partner and having a speed dating competition.
- Personal Aim: I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner..

  I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery.

  I want to improve on my demonstrations.


	Language Skills:
                          - Speaking: Ss will talk about the disadvantages and advantages of blind dating  and what qualities they are looking for in a person.
                          - Writing: Ss will be engaged in in the dictation and filling in the blank worksheets.

                          - Listening: Ss will listen about each others’s personal desires in an effort  to find a compatible match.

                          - Reading: Ss will read the worksheet and will read the listening script belonging to Chris, Sandra and Judy.


	Language Systems:
                   - Lexis: Compatible, blind date.
                   - Phonology: None to Discuss

                   - Grammatical: None to Discuss

                   - Function: Asking people out on a date, inviting people over, Requesting company.
                   - Discourse: 18 idiomatic expressions such as “Castles in the Air” “Actions speak louder than words.”

	Assumptions:
                    - All Ss have had a significant romantic relationship before or know someone how has.
                    - Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences with romance or know someone who has.
                    - Most Ss have been on a blind date.

                    - Most Ss know to express positive and negative qualities in people.

                    - All Ss have done a dictation activity before.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Problem: Due to time management, Ss must learn 18 idioms in the pre-activity which they might have too many questions for me to answer.

-> Solution: I will follow the one-third rule when Ss present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart. I will tell the Ss that they will hear a listening passage and see if they will be able to infer what the idiom means. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school.

- Problem: for the diction exercise, the radio might fail due to a black out in electricity,

-> Solution: I will turn myself into the human radio and have a Ss control me with the help of the class to stop and rewind of course, giving Ss only 3 minutes total time to get through the listening.

- Problem: Ss might read too slow for the dictation exercise which may affect time management,

-> Solution: I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the Ss to present and which we will also leave out the dictation for one of the four speakers.

- Problem: I might need more time to complete my 40 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late.

-> Solution: I will do SOS activity “A” if I have between 2 to 5 minutes left on the clock.

    I will do SOS activity “B” if I have 6-10 minutes left.

	Eliciting
Show a visual of the blind date and ask the class.

Everyone, what do you see in this picture?

Tape the visual to the middle of the board and ask the class “Did you go on any blind date before?” and I ask again “what are advantages and disadvantages?” 

The class starts to say their opinions about blind dates based on their experiences.

Then I give the Ss the blank sheet.

“Now, I’ll give the paper and fill in the blanks with the words in the boxes working individually. You have 2 min.

ICQ’s

- What are you going to do? 

- Are you working individually? 

- How many minutes do you have?

After working, the class reading the sentence with blanks one by one.

OK, so today, we will listen to some people who are looking for their life partners. But will learn some idioms the speakers use.

Speak this word. ‘Blind’, ‘Date’

(Speak these words one by one)

Who are ‘Blind’s? Please move to this side. Who are ‘Date’s? Please move to this side.
Demonstration

Look at #1…”right, it runs in our family.” So put the letter “j” in the box next to number 1.

Check answers: let students write the correct idioms (not the letters) on the board(# 1 already written by teacher)

- Go through the idioms one by one

- Elicit the meaning from students

- Explain the meaning if necessary
