          Personal aim – I will be able to learn various kinds of teaching skills and decrease my TTT to a minimum.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

If students can’t finish filling the blank task at the first time

· Students will listen to the song again

Students may not be able to understand 2nd conditional properly

· Monitor students and help them. 
Students may need more time to work on the worksheet.

· Give students a little more time to work. 

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.

· Let Students do the sos activity.
