	Aims: (What students will be able to achieve and predict by participating in the activities of the lesson)
▪
Main aims: Students will be able to improve listening skills through gap fill activity with listen to a national anthem of Australia and by doing a prediction activities.
▪
Secondary aims: *Students will learn meaning of new vocabularies exactly and right spelling through crossword and correct the spelling activities. *Students will learn how to cooperate with their team members while doing crossword activity.
▪
Personal aims: *I want to make them to comfortable and interested in my lesson. *I want to improve belief and want to be a enabler teacher.


	Language Skills: (Lists what language skills students will be using by participating in the activities of the lesson)

Writing: Students will solve the crossword puzzle and correct the spelling worksheet, take notes on dictation.

Reading: *Students will read definition of vocabulary (crossword worksheet) *After correcting answers of Main-activity, students read all throughout the song together.

Listening: Students will listen to the anthem of Australia, teacher's lesson.

Speaking: Students will share and discuss their answers in groups or pairs.

	Assumptions: (Students already know what to do and what concepts already be mastered before the lesson in order to achieve the aims of the lesson)

Students already know some easy words (e.g, rich, joyful, wealth, etc)
▪
Students already know how the class is set up and run (there will be 3-4 students at each table)
▪
Students will enjoy and be interest more about Australia.
▪
Students won't be familiar with a national anthem of Australia.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: (Thinking about problems before start lesson)
▪
Students may not have enough time to complete the activities.
            - give them more time to work 1-2 minutes.
▪
Students may not able to correct the spelling worksheet, correctly.
            - give more encouragement to finish work or give some more hints.
▪
Students may not be able to understand the song properly.
            - because it is a national song which lyrics sentence structure is not clearly
               enough. *To play the song one more time.
▪
Students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated.
           - Ask question more about Australia or do SOS activity.
▪
If the computer doesn't work.
           - Use mobile phone and listen to anthem.

2. Crossword
Instruction

2. Conclude Lesson

Students did over-review with new meaning of vocabularies through different types of activities. Not very often, students made mistake with error correction in spelling and pronunciation when they read the song.

“In addition, please think about made mistake with error correction in spelling and pronunciation through activities. Don’t make same mistake next time and keep it in your mind.”
