	Eliciting
Show a visual of the ‘accident in the kitchen’ and ask the class.

“This is an accident in the kitchen, how can we describe this picture with these words?”
The class starts to say their ideas.
“How can I compress into two sentences?”
I board as bellows: 

‘A chef is cooking in the kitchen          he hears the phone rings.          walking to the phone he slips on a banana peel          falls on his back.’
(I prepared wall chart)

“Do you have any ideas in these blanks?”
I elicit the answer which is ‘when, while and and’
I show a visual and ask the Ss.

“Can you join these sentences together?”
“Which ‘part of speech’ am I using to connect the sentences?” 
I prepared the eight parts of speech in English as word cards.
The class says “Conjunction!”
“Yes, conjunction! Today, we are learning about conjunctions.”
Let’s talk more about the conjunctions.

Conjunction is a part of speech that connects two words, sentences, phrase or clauses.
There are three kinds of conjunctions which is a coordinate conjunction, a correlative conjunction and subordinate conjunction.
I prepared wall chart to more details:
There are three types of conjunctions: coordinating, correlative, subordinating

Coordinating: connect similar words together. Example: and, but, nor, just

Correlative: connect similar groups of words together, but always come in pairs.

Example: either … or, both … and

Subordinating: connect two ideas with one more important than the other.

Example: after, as if, unless, until, whenever, while
Specially, I compare

: neither and either 

unless

In this context of conjunction, if I say, 

‘Neither Shrek nor Fiona speak Korean’
In this sentence, Shrek can speak Korean? (Ss says, No!)

Shrek and Fiona cannot speak Korean? (Ss says, Yes!)
