	Aims: 
-Main aim: Ss will be able to how to express their emotions by drilling.
-Second aim: Ss will be able to use English to communicate in social setting by doing a role play
-Personal aim: I’ll demonstrate rather than explain.


	Language Skills:

-Reading  : Ss will read situational cards.
-Listening : Ss will listen  to other Ss opinion during a role play &drilling.
-Speaking:  Ss will speak during drilling & role play
-Writing   : Ss will write a script for a role play.


	Language Systems:

-Phonology: pronounce –ed at the end of adjectives(e.g. tired, embarrassed, excited) 
-Lexis: New vocabulary 
          (guilty, jealous, lonely, exhausted, embarrassed, disappointed…….)
-Grammar: The difference between –ed and –ing words as bored and boring
-Function: An inquiry 
-Discourse : Dialogue


	Assumptions:
Students already know

-How the chain drill is set up and run(Ask & answer in turns)
-The teacher's teaching style and the pace of course.
-Lots of words for emotion


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

*If Ss have difficulties in understanding a new vocabulary ~ give them further examples.
*Ss may need more time to make a role play; Give Ss extra time 
*Ss may be confused  to use  -ed and –ing words: give them examples.
