Summary of “Pride and Prejudice”



	Aims:

Primary: Ss will be able to improve reading skills through different activities.
Secondary: Ss will learn about English culture (places, literature related to Austen).
Personal aim: To improve lesson planning skills using various material.




	Language Skills:
Reading: Ss will read leaflet, vocabulary worksheet, questions of Jeopardy game.
Writing: Ss will write vocabulary. 
Listening: Ss will listen to T’s instructions and questions of Jeopardy game.
Speaking: Ss will speak vocabulary and answer to questions of Jeopardy game.



	Language Systems:
Phonology: gown, Chatsworth, Chawton
Lexis: bonnet, inundated, -esque, promenade, estate, idyllic
Grammar: imperative (Attend lunches~, Be sure to~, Explore~)
Function: giving facts, suggesting, inviting
Discourse: suggesting to visit by giving info on what great things to see and do



	Assumptions:

Ss already know how the class is set up and run.

Ss are used to T’s teaching style and pace of the course.

Most Ss know who Jane Austen is.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Some Ss may not know Jane Austen. 

>>>  to let other Ss input knowledge.

· Ss may need more time to finish reading leaflet.

>>>  to allow more time by cutting post activity short. 

· Ss may finish main activity early.

>>>  to allow more time for post activity.
