	Aims: 
-Main aim: Ss will be able to know how to make the passive voice through activities.
-Second aim: Ss will be able to use the passive voice in their writing and speaking.
-Personal aim: I’ll give Ss clear instructions and demonstrate rather than explain.


	Language Skills:

-Reading  : Ss will read handout.
-Listening : Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions, explanation, 
and classmates’ answers or stories.
-Speaking:  Ss will speak during the game.
-Writing   : Ss will write their experiences.


	Language Systems:

-Phonology: pronounce [t] [d] [id] –ed at the end of the past participle
(e.g. discovered, invented, kicked  ) 
-Lexis: New vocabulary 
     (stabbed, run over, punched,  knocked  over, blown up, ripped up, pinch...)
-Grammar: The passive voice
-Function: Describe the picture
-Discourse : conversation


	Assumptions:
Students already know
-regular past participle and learned the irregular past participle
-grammar terms such as subject, verb, object
-the teacher's teaching style and the pace of course.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

* Ss may have difficulties in making sentences of the passive voice during the game: Have Ss preview same sentences in pre-activity & present Ss list of irregular verbs
     * Ss may have difficulties in pronouncing the suffix of past participle: Have Ss listen   & repeat the list of verbs
 *If Ss need more time to finish their activity : Be flexible with the time 
as giving Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.

S + was(past be verb) + P.P

We use this pattern, and it’s called the past passive voice.

To practice the past passive voice, we’re going to play “Get’em rock, scissors, paper” game. 
(Distribute list of verbs)
Before playing the game, let’s review the past participle briefly. 

Listen & repeat please.
You can use it during the game.

Divide into two groups.

I’ll show you how to play.
Demonstration

(Demonstrate with students. )

-Choose a dealer

-Shuffle the cards & deal out all of the cards to each player.
-Lay down one card at a time, saying “rock scissors paper”.

- A winner collects all the cards and read them out like this “The man was kicked.” “The boy was kissed” “The telephone was invented by Bell.” and get them all.
And put them on the table.
 -But if not, give the card that you don’t read back to a previous owner.

-If there’s tie, you continue to lay down another  cards.
-Play continues until one person has all of the cards or time is up.

-If time is up, the person with the most cards is the winner.

I’ll give you 8 minutes to play.
