Today, sandwiches are very popular. They are easy to make and eat, and there are many different kinds. Most are made with a filling between two slices of bread. It’s a great idea, but who thought of it, and why?      





We have to go back to 18th century England to find the answer. It was there that the sandwich was invented by John Montagu, the 4th Earl of Sandwich. One popular story is that the Earl liked to eat meat while playing cards. When he touched the meat and then his cards, the cards became greasy and dirty. The Earl had the idea to use bread to pick up the meat. This not only kept his fingers clean, it also was very delicious.      





However, the story of a card-playing Earl is most likely false. The Earl of Sandwich had many jobs to do. He worked with the navy and in politics, so he was always very busy and had very little time for playing cards. Because of this, the first sandwiches were probably eaten while he worked. Instead of keeping his playing cards clean, putting his lunch between two pieces of bread probably kept his paperwork clean.





It is possible that the Earl got the idea of eating sandwiches from elsewhere. Historians know that foods similar to sandwiches were being eaten in other areas of the world too. However, these foods usually used only one slice of bread. Using two slices of bread was undoubtedly a great invention! I wonder what the Earl's favorite kind of sandwich was?








오늘날 샌드위치는 매우 인기가 좋다. 만들기도 먹기도 쉽고, 종류도 매우 다양하다. 대부분은 두 조각의 빵 사이에 내용물을 넣어서 만든다. 멋진 아이디어 아닌가? 그런데 이것은 누가 생각해 냈으며, 왜 생각해 냈을까? 





해답을 찾기 위해서 우리는 18세기 영국으로 거슬러 올라가야 한다. 샌드위치는 그 곳에서 존 몬테규 샌드위치 4세에 의해 만들어졌다. 유명한 이야기로 백작은 카드 게임을 하면서 고기 먹는 것을 좋아했다. 고기를 만지고 다시 카드를 만졌을 때, 카드에 기름이 묻어 지저분해졌다. 백작은 빵을 사용해서 고기를 집는 방법을 생각해 냈다. 이것은 그의 손을 깔끔하게 지켜줬을 뿐만 아니라 맛도 매우 좋았다.  





그러나 카드 게임을 하는 백작의 이야기는 허구일 가능성이 높다. 샌드위치 백작은 해야 할 일이 많았다. 그는 해군과 정치 분야에서 일을 했기 때문에 언제나 바빴으며 카드 게임을 할 시간은 거의 없었다. 이런 이유로, 최초의 샌드위치는 그가 일 하는 동안에 먹었을 가능성이 높다. 카드를 깔끔하게 하기 보다는, 점심 식사를 두 조각의 빵 사이에 끼우는 것이 그의 문서를 깔끔하게 해줬을 것이다.





백작은 샌드위치를 먹는 아이디어를 다른 곳에서 얻었을 수도 있다. 역사학자들은 세계의 다른 지역에서도 샌드위치와 비슷한 음식이 있었음을 안다. 그러나 그런 음식들은 보통 한 조각의 빵을 사용했다. 두 조각의 빵을 사용하는 것은 의심의 여지 없이 훌륭한 발명이었다. 백작이 좋아했던 샌드위치는 어떤 종류의 샌드위치였는지 궁금하다.
