	Materials:
· Computer (with the internet) hooked up to a projector
· Speaker connected to the computer

· Audio file to play – Do you wanna build a snowman (Frozen OST)
· A copy of the cloze worksheet for each student
· Paper for students to use when creating their song responding the original song

· White board to use for lexis and grammar teaching
· Word Papers to use in the Warm-Up game
· Sheets of paper to write a new song.


	Aims:
Main Aims:

· Students will be able to find the difference between similar sound by analyzing lyrics and cloze exercise.
· Students will be able to understand feelings and tell about that emotions by listening repeatedly
.
Secondary Aims:
· Students will be able to understand and use wanna/gonna/gotta abbreviated words by writing lyrics activity

· Students will be able to listen and understand sentences of present perfect tense or ‘I wish ~ were’ structure by completing the cloze exercise 
· Students will be able to tell meaning of word ‘overdue’ and idioms ‘used to’ and ‘be/got used to’ by eliciting questions and some examples
Personal Aim:
· I want to practice listening lesson teaching following prepared lesson plan



	Language Skills:

Listening:  Students should practice bottom up listening skills when they complete the cloze worksheet
Speaking:  Students should work in pairs to write a song lyrics and present it in the class – discussion required
Reading:  Students should read the cloze worksheet.
Writing:  Students should write their own song lyrics as well as the words required in the cloze worksheet



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: bath/best, owls/hours, war/wall
· Lexis: wanna/gonna/gotta, ‘used to’ and ‘be/get used to’, overdue
· Grammar: the present perfect tense and subjunctive mood of ‘I wish ~ were’ sentence throughout the cloze exercise.
· Function: Learn how to ask of persuade other person.
· Discourse: Practice creating new song responding the original song at the position of Elsa or Anna.



	Assumptions:

· The students are at intermediate (lower) level of listening so that they can understand simple sentences in the lyrics.

· The students have watched the animation ‘Frozen’ (to understand Elsa or Anna’s situation)
· 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss might have trouble in writing songs using specific words required. Change the activity to write song in their own situation.
· The PC or speaker may malfunction. Prepare the smart phone and mini-speaker to use when the class facilities are not working

	Materials: 
Parody of “Do you wanna build a snowman?” (link)

	Whole class
	Lead in by asking the students about the animation and the song in the movie. See if they are familiar with the animation or the song.

Guiding Questions

What’s your favorite animation movie?

What is your favorite song from animations? (e.g. Aladin, Snow White etc)
Motivate

Today we are going to listen to the song from “Frozen”, which is currently many people sing the song and posted in Youtube

Let’s listen to the lyrics carefully and find out why is it so famous.

(Show students a parody video clip from the YouTube)

Elicit

Did you see the animation “Frozen”?
Could you tell me the story for the “Frozen”?

Do you remember the song name “Do you wanna build a snowman”?
What was the problem the sisters had? For Elsa and Anna?

Transition:  Before we listen to the song, let’s do an activity to warm up ourselves

Warm-up- Play a quick game.  Describe and Say the Words.
Instructions:  This is group competition game. The rule is easy. All members of the group will seat on chairs side by side and one of the members will come to the front and start to explain the word written in the paper I am lifting behind the seating members. While explaining she should not use the word itself or finger point something. When anyone of the group say the word correctly then the one who explained the word return to her seat and next member will come to the front and start to describe the next word. The point of the group will be the number of word they found in 1 min 30 sec. The group which found more words will be the winner
Demonstration:  Let’s try once as a practice (Let the 1st group try the game as a practice with several cards on which easy words are written).

ICQs:  Is the person in the front able to do finger pointing?

            How much time each group has?
Run the Activity:  Engage the students and let them excited,  and make the students explain vocabularies by using English
(Vocabulary/Idiom Presentation)

Pre-teach by writing the idioms and words on the board and following these steps; “wanna/gonna/gotta”, “used to/be(get) used to”
Elicit:  Could you tell me what the each word means? Yes, wanna is abbreviated word for ‘want to’, and gonna for ‘going to’ and gotta for ‘got to’
Elicit: Who could tell each meaning of “used to” and “be used to”? Yes, If someone used to do or used to be something, he/she did it regularly in the past or was the case in the past. If you are used to something, you are familiar with it
CCQ: (Ask to a student) Was there anything you used to do in your middle school ages? Do you have any sports which you are used to?

	1. Cloze Exercise (Students focus in on details)

Contextualizing and Instructions:  Okay, now it is time to get down to the details.  You learned a lot of vocabulary early on, so we are going to listen out for it and write the correct words in the blanks (show the students the worksheet). Please focus on listening and try to fill in the blanks in the cloze sheet. I also want you to think about sentence structure and emotions in the song

ICQ:  How many times you are going to listen to the song? “Three”

What should we do while listen to the song? “Fill in the blank in the cloze sheet and think about sentence structure and emotion”
Play the listening as many times as it takes.
Ask Comprehension Check Questions:

Literal:  

What situation is this?
Who is Elsa? And can you find what Anna is asking to her?

While Elsa didn’t respond, what kind of activities Anna did?
Let’s talk about Anna’s emotion that expressed in this song.

2. Phonology Task
I want you to focus on words which have similar sounds.
Compare your answers in the cloze with your partner and find out what word made you confused and analyze those pronunciation and how can we distinguish them?
Demonstration:  For example, bath/best can be confusing ‘ath’ sound and ‘est” sound are very similar but there difference between ‘th’ and ‘t’ sounds.
ICQ:  Who should you working with?

         What are you looking for?

         What should you do after finding the words of similar sound?
Discuss with partner and share answers in the class

Build Motivation:  Assume that you are the Elsa or Anna, Each pair choose one, to be Elsa or Anna. And wright the lyrics of the song with your own thought and wishes or else standing on Elsa or Anna’s position. 
Instructions: Write what you would like to say or ask to her sister. One condition, please use one of these; “present perfect tense”, “I wish you would ~” You will work in pairs and it will be much better if you can sing it here
Demonstration (Show them a new song instructor made in advance and sing it)
ICQs:  On whose position you are going to write a new song?

          Is there any requirements the lyrics should meet? And what is it?
Run the Activity (Let all pairs do the activity; writing new lyrics of the song. When writing completed, let each pair present their song)
Error Correction:  Go over any errors that you heard throughout the lesson.  Write them on the board and try to elicit corrections.

Close:  Congratulate the students on a job well done,
