	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to improve their listening skills by listening dialogue and counterargument
· Secondary aim: Students will be able to express their opinion to support their position.

· Personal aim: I want to teach practical and culture-related English.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read dialogue and arguments in worksheet.
· Listening: Students will listen to the dialogue in ‘the Good Wife’.
· Speaking: Students will discuss about the arguments for/against death penalty.
· Writing: Students will make sentences using given words.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : /θ/, /ʃ/, /r/, /l/
· Lexis : New vocabularies and idioms used in the script
· Grammar : Past tense, would like to + infinitive
· Function : Order, request and persuade
· Discourse : Persuasive discussion


	Assumptions:
· All the students are adult(Age 19 above)

· All the students have a basic knowledge of justice system.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be used to the concepts about crime.

           → Let them think about the latest news of crime or movie. 
· Students may not be able to understand the dialogue well.

→ Before listening, tell them the bag ground of the drama.

· Students may need more time to finish the activities.
→ If available, give them a more time. If not, leave it for homework.

This map shows the use of death penalty by country. Death penalty has been used in almost every part of the world, but in the last few decades many countries have abolished it.

Model

Write the subject “Death penalty” on the board.
CCQ

Is death penalty practiced in Korea?

Do you think the death penalty stops crime?
