	Aims:  
· Main aim: Ss will be able to improve their listening abilities by listening to Steve Jobs’ speech and understanding contents.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to learn the meaning of vocabularies and idioms through activities.
· Personal aim: I want to have an organized class and teach fluently without hesitating.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read a script and vocabulary and idiom worksheet.

· Listening: Ss will listen to the speech by Steve Jobs given at the Stanford University on June 12, 2005.

· Speaking: Ss will discuss about the topic in pairs and groups

· Writing: Ss will take notes and practice dictation by fill in the blank activity.


	Language Systems:

· Function: speech about life by world’s one of the most successful person

	Assumptions:

Students already know:
· Number of classmates, class duration, and seating arrangement

· Phrase “Stay Hungry. Stay Foolish.”


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Ss may not fully understand the contents of the speech.
· Ss will learn vocabularies and idioms prior to listening to the speech
· If Ss couldn’t complete dictation activity, they may listen again and complete activity by chunks.
· If lesson finished too early, then Ss may discuss in groups whether they agree with Steve Jobs or not and debate based on their opinions.
