	Materials:
· Computer (with the internet) hooked up to a projector

· A copy of the map of the New York City
· Enough copies of the sequencing activities for pairs (see attached)

· Paper for students to use when creating their itinerary
· Leaflets or tour guide for New York City



	Aims:
Main Aims:

· Students will be able to pick up important details (bottom up) when reading leaflets of the attractions.

· Students will be able to improve their inference skills by presenting their itinerary.
· Students will be able to exercise their creativity by creating their own words and origins.


	Language Skills:

Listening:  Students should understand video clips regarding New York top attractions.
Speaking:  Students will work in pairs discuss to create their own tour route. They will also present their itinerary in front of the class.

Reading:  Students should read the leaflets of the attractions.
Writing:  Students should write their own itinerary.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Practice the pronunciation of tranquil [|trӕŋkwɪl]
· Lexis: Swelter, Converge, Splendor, Spanning, Sprawling, Tranquil…
· Grammar: Second conditional(If + past simple, would infinitive)
· Function: Discussion, persuasion.
· Discourse: Discussing words with partners, creating the itinerary and writing about their plan



	Assumptions:

· The students are at a high enough level to understand the leaflets.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The activities may run over time. Tell the students that they will create their itinerary for homework and share them during the next lesson.

· The projector may malfunction. Show the leaflets and discuss eliciting the top attraction of the NYC. 

· Some students may have difficulty creating the itinerary. Encourage them to enjoy the activity.

Lead in by asking the students whether they know what the Big Apple means, and have been to NYC.  See if they went there, and how much they know about the city.

 Guiding Questions/ Elicit

Have you ever been to New York City? 

Do you know about the NYC?
What do you have in your mind, when you think of NYC?
Motivate
Do you want to visit NYC?
If you can go to NYC, where do you want to go?
Transition:  Let’s jump right into the lesson by taking a look at some of leaflets about NYC, and create your own itinerary.

	1. Teach how to read the map

Instructions:  Explain how to read the street and avenue, so that can make an itinerary easily.

2. Hand out the leaflets.
(Vocabulary Presentation)

Pre-teach by writing the words on the board and elicit the meaning by giving them example sentences or drawing a pictures.

Elicit:  do any of you know the words “Swelter, Converge, Splendor, Spanning, Sprawling, Tranquil”

· If you swelter, you are very uncomfortable because the weather is extremely hot.
· (drawing a picture on the board) A concourse is a wide hall in a public building, for example a hotel, airport, or station.

· If you say that something is splendid, you mean that it is very good.
· (e.g)The batteries had a life span of six hours
· If you sprawl somewhere, you sit or lie down with your legs and arms spread out in a careless way.
(e.g) She was so tired that she lay in a sprawl as soon as she came home
· (e.g) From the outside, the family seemed tranquil.
CCQ: 

-what does the tranquil means?
-what do you say when you are extremely hot.
Instructions:  Imagine you are going to visit NYC with your partner! , but the important thing is that you have very limited time to spend at the city. You only have one day to tour the city. So you don’t want to waste any time, and make the best route for a day.

I will hand out some leaflets, and you guys can read the leaflets for your reference.

You and your partner can make a best itinerary!
You will have 15 min to prepare, please discuss with your partner and make the best route and think about the reason you chose the route. 

Demonstration: 
Here is my itinerary. If I were in NYC today, I would go to the Metropolitan Museum, American Museum of Natural History, and Central Park.

Since I have only one day to spend, I will focus what I really want to.

I want to go to the museum for the most. So, I want to spend the most of time at the Metropolitan museum. After I took enough time at the Metropolitan, I want to walk to the American Museum of Natural History from Metropolitan. By walking to the Natural history museum, I am going to enjoy the Central park. I want to have a sandwich with fresh juice in the park for lunch, while watching NYC people exercising and relaxing the day.
At night, I want to go to the top of the rock to see the night view of the Manhattan. If I go to the top of the rock, instead of Empire state building, I can see the Empire state building.

Run the Activity:  Engage the students and get them excited about making the city tour by them.
