	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to improve their speaking skills by discussing and debating the topic.
· Secondary aim: Students will be able to express their opinion to support their position.

· Personal aim: I want to teach English related to social issues.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Students will read the arguments and questions in worksheet.
· Listening: Students will listen to the counter opinion.
· Speaking: Students will discuss the arguments for/against death penalty.
· Writing: Students will write their own opinion about the topic.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology : /θ/, /v/, /r/, /l/
· Lexis: New vocabularies and idioms related to the topic.
· Grammar : Should have + infinitive, Passive form
· Function : Persuade and argue
· Discourse : Persuasive discussion


	Assumptions:
· All the students are adult (Age 19 above).
· All the students have a basic knowledge of death penalty.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be used to the vocabularies about death penalty.

           → Pre-teach them vocabulary and review again at the end of the class.
· If they can’t pronounce the words with ‘th’,’v’,’r’,’l’ correctly, 
→ Let them listen and repeat after teacher to know how to pronounce it.
· Students may need more time to finish their activities.
→ If available, give them a more time. If not, leave it for homework.

1. Brain storming

Elicit

(Show the students the pictures)
What can you associate with these pictures?
Model

(Write the subject “The Death Penalty” and “Capital Punishment” on the board. Simply explain the words above.)
The term capital originates from the Latin capitalis, literally “regarding the head”.

It refers to execution by beheading.

Additional explanation
(Show them the map)

This map shows the use of the death penalty by country. The death penalty has been used in almost every part of the world, but in the last few decades many countries have abolished it.

CCQ

Does capital punishment mean spending life in prison?

Is the death penalty practiced in Korea?
