2. “Verb+what (when, where, how) + to do”

- Brainstorm on some verbs which follow "how to do; what to do …”as an objects. 

Teacher: Have you ever seen any verbs that could be used following “how to do; what to do …”? 

(Let the students think and discuss for 2 minutes and let then speak the words out loudly.)

- Show the students some verbs followed by how to do (What to do) as an object. 
Decide, know, forget, learn, understand, wonder, find out, explain…

- Practice the structure, Ask the students to match the following sentence fragments into a sentence.
