	Aims:

*Main aim: Students (Ss) will be able to tell which is a lie by ‘tells.’
*Secondary aim: Ss will be able to share their experiences related to ‘lies.’
*Personal aim: I will maximize Student Talk Time.


	Language Skills:

*Reading: Ss will read each other’s truths and lies.
*Listening: Ss will listen to each other’s ‘lie’ experiences.
*Speaking: Ss will speak their ‘lie’ experiences.
*Writing: Ss will write down their own information for ‘2 truths and 1 lie’ activity.


	Language Systems:
*Phonology: /l/
*Lexis: New expressions about ‘tells (slouch, falter, fidget, etc.)
*Function: Supposition and offering its reason
*Grammar: Subject + tell a lie (noun), Subject + lie (verb)
*Discourse: Discovering what is not said


	Assumptions:

Students already know
-that body language gives more information than saying.
-that unconscious behavior can show a person’s intention.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

*If students have difficulty solving the vocabulary quiz,
→I will stop them and do it together.
*If students do not focus on their topic during the post activity,
→I will guide them to the topic naturally.

	1. BRAINSTORMING
<Eliciting>

Actually, people use the expression of ‘pants on fire’ when they mock a liar. Why? How do you feel when you lie? You behave in a very unnatural and uncomfortable way like our pants catch on fire. Yes, today we will learn ‘tells’ which mean ‘the actions people show when they lie’.
<Modeling>

Write the subject “Lies and Tells” on the board.
<CCQ>

*Will your body even tell a lie when 
you lie?

2. NEW EXPRESSIONS

<Instruction>

Good. Now, I’ll give you a worksheet to learn some new vocabulary related to ‘tells’.

(Distribute worksheet.)

OK, let’s do the number 1 together. What is the state of being worried or anxious? -nervous. Very good. Now, I will give you 3 minutes to do this. Do it with your group members.
<ICQ>

*Do you do this alone?

“OK. Start.”
<Monitoring>

T monitors discreetly and answers Ss if they have questions.
<Checking answers>

How was it? Was it easy? Hard? OK, let’s check the answers together.

	1. PLANNING
<Instruction>

Now, we will introduce ourselves to each other with 2 truths and 1 lie. First, think three of new information about yourself. Two should be truths and one should be lie… Alright, now, I will give you some direction you should follow.
(Distribute the folded paper which contains different ‘tells’ each.)

Don’t show your direction to others. When you say your ‘lie’ sentence to your partner, you should act by that direction and help them to guess which is lie.

<ICQ>

*Will you show your direction to your partner?

*Will you act by the direction when you say the truth?

2. SPEAKING
<Instruction>

If you are ready, let’s start in your group. Don’t forget to act by the direction when you tell lie. And if you think you know which is lie, please tell the liar the reason why you think so. For example, ‘the third is lie because you were very nervous when you said that.’ I’ll give you 5~6 minutes to finish.
<ICQ>
