	 Procedure :

1. Brainstorming

Elicit

(Show the students visual aid-picture from google without telling the name.) 
What are they doing?

How can you describe each picture?
Model

Write the name “Phrasal verb” on the board.

CCQ

Can we use the same verb with different prepositions? 
For example, “I have to take care of my younger sister.” And “I have to look after my younger sister.” Are they the same meaning? 

2. Idioms

Instruction

Let’s look at the screen. First, what’s the phrasal verb? Let’s read the definition together. Now, we’re going to match a correct phrasal verb in the blanks. 
Demonstration

Look at the first blank… “Yes, that's right, it means… And look at the first example… Watch out for tenses!”  

Monitoring

Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions. 

Check answers
First, fill in the blank of phrasal verb and each student completes the example sentence. After then check answer and read aloud together. 
Explain the meaning and teach pronunciation if necessary.

“All right, well done, guys.”
