( Try to elicit that people want to keep pets.)

< Introduction of Task >

(Write on the board ‘which pet do you want to keep if there are not any restrictions?’)

T: Today we will talk about it. 

People want to have pets, but there are lots of restrictions. 
For example, some space to raise them or some food or some facility….etc. 

But now let’s remove that kind of restrictions, and share pets which you like to keep.
