	Materials: 
Pictures of superheroes(superman, spiderman, wonderwoman, fantastic 4..) or  other movie characters that has a super power(Elsa from Frozen, the guy from ‘About Time’)
Blank worksheet and markers or color pencils for each student



	Aims:

Students will be able to improve their thinking and speaking skill by doing the task.

Students will be able to share their imagination and opinions through conversing with each other.
Students will be able to develop their listening skill and the ability to describe their thoughts on the worksheet with a drawing and simple writing. 




	Language Skills:

Speaking: Students will speak of their minds about the topic, drawings that they’re going to draw, and other people’s thoughts during the lesson.
Listening: Students are going to listen to teacher and each other and converse through the activities.
Reading: Students are going to read the descriptions of their super powers on their worksheet.
Writing: Students will write down simple explanations about their super powers.


	Language Systems:
Grammar: Rather than focusing on grammar this time, let students relax better so they can improve their fluency (However if some students make the same mistakes repeatedly, teacher should correct them gently)
Lexis: Students using words to explain their worksheet and to give feedbacks.
Phonology: Naturally get students to practice their pronunciation.(point out the fact that many Koreans pronounce ‘super’ like ‘shoeper’ and correct it)
Discourse: Dialogues, Conversational
Function:  Expressing their ideas and opinions, and showing sympathy and disagreement


	Assumptions:

Students have watched at least one movie that has a character with a super power.
Students are able to think and speak about topic quite freely.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

It might take longer for students to finish their worksheet. 
· Give them clear time instruction and if it’s necessary allow extra 5 minutes to finish their worksheet.

Students may find it difficult to think of a super power that they want to have
· Show them an example of making up a new super power of my own so that they can understand any super power is fine. 

Some students are shy to elaborate their thoughts.

· Instruct them to not to focus of grammar and pronunciation.

· Give them positive feedbacks.

	Share their experiences and knowledge as they look at the photos and answer teacher’s questions.

(And learn how to pronounce ‘super’ correctly)
	[Make students interested and motivated]
· Opening questions: 

1. Do you like movies? 
2. Have you watched any 
Super hero movie? 
3. Who are these people in these pictures?

*(point out the fact that many Koreans pronounce ‘super’ as ‘shoeper’, and correct it – use the white board if it’s needed)

*Eliciting Qs:

1. Why are they called superheroes?

2. Do they have superpower? 

3. What kind of superpower do they have? (showing them the pictures one by one) 

*Motivate

Let’s say, we all get to have any super power we want to have. We don’t even have to be a hero. We can do anything with that power. We are going to think and talk about that today. 

Transition: Before we do that, we’re going to take turns to talk about each one’s favorite superhero.

	Warm up – talking about  their favorite superhero and give each other feedback

	Encourage students to talk about their favorite superhero or any character that has a superpower. To make sure that they understand the concept of superpower and the fact that you having a superpower doesn’t necessarily mean that you have to be a hero, give them some examples of some characters that have a superpower but that are not heroes. 

ex) main character from the movie ‘about time’
      Elsa from ‘Frozen’ 

Eliciting Question: 

Are they heroes?

Do they have a super power? 

How did they use it? 

On what did they use their power? 

· Tell me about your favorite superhero or any character that has a superpower.

	Describe any super power they want to have in a drawing with a simple explanation.
Feel free to imagine any super power.

One by one, explain what they drew on their worksheets. And give them feedback each time. 
	· Now we’re going to think about ‘What kind of super power would you like to have?’ In this case, you can think of any super power. You can make one up for yourself, or you can use well-known ones from movies. (Give them a example)

· Ex) As for me, I would like to have a super power that keeps my body slim and my skin perfect even when I’m having a lot of junk food.  There’s no limit on what kind of superpower you want. 

· Think of one super power that you’d really like to have and describe what kind of super power that is in a drawing with a simple explanation. Use color pencils if you want. 
· ICQ: 1. What do we draw on the        worksheet?

                 2. Can you draw any super power you’d like or only the ones in these photos?

                 3. How long do we have for drawing? 
[Students finish drawing]
· Now we’re going to take turns explaining about the drawing. 
· *Give them encouragement by saying ‘Excellent!’, ‘Interesting idea!, ‘Very good’
· Transition: And now, let’s think about what you want to do most with that power. It doesn’t have to be big. It can be everyday stuff. Like I’ve mentioned earlier.
