Instructions 
Now, we are going to play Jeopardy. As you see, each question box has number. When it is your turn, you tell me one of numbers from here. Behind cards, there are questions that you should answer to get points. Each box has different points, and be careful because ‘change the points’ and ‘dump one of your scores’ cards instead of point cards. I divide you into three groups. 
(teacher divide students into three groups) 
When it is your turn to answer, you only have one chance to answer the question, but you don’t have time limit for answering the question. If you tell a wrong answer, person, whoever raises hand first, will get the chance to answer. Winner will be the group who gets most points.
