3. Discussing in groups.
“Now we are discussing about Korean Baby Box. Some of you might think it is useful, and some of you may not.” I want you to have some time to discuss with your team members.”
Instruction

“First we need to divide the class into two teams. I think the team at the back of this class could join in those two groups. 

Second part; I want to lead the class fairly, so we need to choose the good side and bad side by lots. Which team wants to go first? You can choose one. 
I will give you 4 minutes to discuss.

(Giving two pieces of paper for lots)
ICQ
What side is the team B?  
Where can you find the helpful vocabulary? 
Does somebody will take notes? 
How much time do you have? 
Do you work individually or by groups? 

   “Okay, time is up. I think some of you are real debaters.” Now we need the spokesperson from each group. Team A (or B) can you tell us the reasons that you are agree with the Korean Baby Box? Okay and it is time for the other team. 
(Students give their conclusion)

Okay there are lots of reasons to agree or disagree with the Korean Baby Box. 
Actually, It is not easy to decide which is better.  We could think about the responsibility, though.
