2. Playing the card game.

Instruction

“I will explain the rules.
First, I will give each group the same cards. Let’s arrange the cards on the desk upside down. Each card has a word or a picture on it. 

Second, we need 2 groups to play the game. I want you to sit face to face. The people who sit next to you are your team members, so we have 4 different teams. 
Lastly, If you find the compound word, you can keep them, but if they aren’t match, you should put the cards on the desk. We can find the starting team by Rock, scissors, and paper. If you have the most cards, you will be the winner. After we finish the game we will check your words. One of your team members will read out the words. I will give 5 minutes to play the game.”
