- Snow White is prettier than Happy.

Model

Write the “Comparative Adjectives and A is ~er than B” on the board.”
Today we are going to talk about

Is Snow White taller than Happy? (Yes)
Is Happy taller than Snow White? (NO)
2. Inductive  Learning of Grammar
Instruction

In the story, Snow White lives with seven dwarfs. They are Happy, Doc, Grumpy, Sleepy, Dopey, Sneezy and Bashful.
Wall Chart

Happy is older than Dopey.
Grumpy is taller than Bashful.

Happy is bigger than Dopey.
Happy looks fatter than Doc.

Bashful looks happier than Sneezy.
Grumpy looks angrier than Sneezy.

Happy is more popular than Grumpy.

Sleepy is more thoughtful than Dopey.

Doc is more intelligent than Dopey.
“There are four types of forming regular comparative adjectives. First, put the comparative adjectives in the wall chart into the same groups. Then talk about the rules of forming comparative adjectives with your partners and write them in your worksheet #1. Work together with your partners. I will give you 5mins to finish.”
(Distribute the worksheet #1)

“Look at the paper, and we solve #1 together.”

If the regular adjective ends in - y, change the y to i before adding – er.

If regular adjective with two or more syllables, use the word ‘more’ before the adjective
