	Aims:

· Main aim –The class will help Ss to enhance their listening skills by discussion and learning about the culture of blind dating with the uses of figurative languages.
· Secondary aim – Ss will have discussion about blind dates by matching idioms.  Also, Ss will be engaged in listening dictation of four people looking for a partner and have a speed dating competition.
· Personal aim –I want to improve my voice volume, my creative grouping technique.  The other thing I’d like to improve is the teacher’s pace.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking – Ss will speak about what qualities they are looking for in a person.
· Writing –Ss will participate in dictation and work on the fill in the blank worksheets.

· Listening –Ss will listen about each classmate’s desirable qualities in a partner.

· Reading –Ss will read the worksheets and the listening scripts about Chris, Sandra and Judy’s blind date profiles.



	Language Systems:
· Lexis –Compatible, blind date, crush
· Phonology –None to discuss

· Grammatical –None to discuss

· Function – Language that deals with socializing such as asking people out on a date, inviting people over, requesting company
· Discourse –18 idioms such as “no strings attached”, “down –to –earth”



	Assumptions:

· All Ss have been in a romantic relationship before or know someone who has.
· Ss have had good and bad experiences with dating or know someone who has.

· Most Ss have been on a blind date.
· Ss know the good and bad qualities in human

If Ss still have questions,  I will explain questions during the break or lunch time

	Ss might read the dictation passage too slow for the teaching pace
	I will ask a half of the class to present 

	I might finish the micro teaching earlier than 40 minutes.
	I will do SOS fill in the blank activity for the rest of the class time.

Demonstration:

Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“I want you to match the each first column sentence with the correct idiom in the second column”
“We have four minutes”
“You are working individually”
ICQ:
“What are we doing?” =matching sentence with correct idiom

“How much time do we have?” =four minutes

“Are you working with someone?” =no

“Are you working individually?” =yes

“Good. You may begin”
Run:
Monitor discreetly.  Answer questions. Time the activity.

“We have one minute left”, “Thirty seconds”, “Ten seconds”, “Time’s up”
Close:
“Ss how about number two? Can Ss read the whole sentence with matching idioms”
“Paul is a bit of a dreamer and very idealistic, but his brother is much more” “e, down to earth”
“Great how about number three, Ss?”
“This government is always saying it cares about the poor, but” “p, actions speak louder than words.”
“Ss number four”

“Great job” then tape the wall charts with idiom worksheet answers on the board.

“Now we are going to work on the blind date profile dictation”
CCQ:
“In a dictation, do you speak what you listen to?” =No

“Then do you write what you hear?” =Yes

Start grouping the class.

Go around the room and ask one student to say “Blind” and the next one to say “date”, and in this manner, the whole class should be saying either “Blind or date”.
Distribute a half page of the script to the “Blind people” and the other half to the “Date people”. And give a listening worksheet to everyone (pair up the partners with gestures to be explicit)
Demonstration:
“I want you to write down qualities about David on the first section of listening worksheet”
And start reading the few sentences of script about David very rapidly.  After the dictation, ask one student what they’ve found out about 

David

“What did you learn about David?”
Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“First I want one of you from a pair to pick one person on your list”
“Then tell your partner about the chosen person by reading the script while the other partner write it down” 
“But the script can only be read twice.” (gesture)
“When one finished reading, you can switch the role and begin the activity again”
“We have six minutes for this activity”
ICQ:
“What are we going to do?” =dictation
“For how long?” =six minutes
“How many times can you read the script to your partner?” =two
