	Think of what is “had better” meaning and try to answer what advice they can say in which given situation.
Listen carefully when teacher explain “had better”
Answer  CCQ

	Procedure:
Elicit definition of “Had better” and explain/define

Does anyone know what “Had better” means?

If it’s difficult to guess, think about our previous conversation.

Situation: No money in the restaurant.

Advice: Call your mom. 
-> You had better call your mom.
(T rewrites the 1st sentence using “had better”.)

You use “had better” when you give someone a strong advice, or your idea. And if you don’t follow, You will have serious consequences. Then what’s the opposite expression?

Write “Had better not” on the board.

Had better is often contracted to: 

pronoun (you, she, he, etc) + ’d better

CCQ

- Jay, Give me an awkward or embarrassing situation.

- Angela, Could you give Joseph an advice using “had better”.

-Gina, change Angela’s sentence into “Had better not.”
- So Joanne, when do we use “had better”?
