· Reading : reading news article.
· Speaking : answering the teacher’s elicitation; discussion
· Writing :  making up TV news report including passive sentences.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology:  /p/, and /f/ sound
· Lexis: new vocabularies on the news article.
· Function:  narration and explanation

As a grammar term, active voice and passive voice are similar to the  personality of person.

	Teacher Clarification

Now, I’ll explain active voice and passive voice. 
For example,  
“Tom loves Jane.”
This sentence is active voice. In this sentence, Tom is the subject, and the subject is doing the action. Jane is the object of the sentence.
But, Instead of saying, "Tom loves Jane," I would say, 
"Jane is loved by Tom." 
In this sentence, Jane is the subject, but she isn't doing anything. She is just the recipient of Tom's love. We call this voice as passive voice.
Then, I’ll explain how to make passive voice.  When we make passive voice sentence, we can use this rule.
Be + V-pp + (by N)
In informal expression,  get + V-pp can be used.

For example, 

“She got caught. “
“They are getting married next month. ”
Sometimes, not “ by” but other preposition can be used. 
For example, 

“ You might be interested in my proposal.”
“They are not satisfied with the result.”
I explained passive voice briefly.

I’ll do additional explanation of passive voice. 
For example, 

“They say that he is honest. “
Is there anyone who can make this sentence change to passive voice ?

(Wait their answer and make them try to do. Then explain how to make passive voice in this case.)

About passive voice of the verbs that have clause as object., such as say, believe, expect , and think, we can’t use the clause as a subject. 
So,  next sentence is not right sentence.

“ That he is honest is said (by them).” (X)
In this case, we should say like this.

“It is said that he is honest.” or  “He is said to be honest.” (O)

Buses covered in animated characters are growing so popular in Seoul City that policymakers are considering introducing additional character-covered public transportation.

In response to the high demand, Park recently answered on his page that the city would consider making “Pororo buses,” a character from Korean computer-generated  animated cartoon series “Pororo the Little Penguin.” Pororo is often called the children’s president as many preschool kids are huge fans. “The Pororo bus is being pushed but nothing has been finalized for now,” an SBA official said. The animated character project may not only be limited to buses but expand to other public transportation, Seoul City officials said Monday. The mayor wrote on his Facebook that the city had requested the capital’s subway operator Seoul Metro operate trains designed as Larva, another famous animated series. “Larva,” a Korean slapstick animated comedy, has attracted a large number of elementary school student fans with its two characters, Red and Yellow. Receiving the top award from the Korean Contents Award, Larva has been exported to more than 90 countries.
