	Aims: 
· Students are able to read wide range of obituaries and an article about the topic.
· Students can build schematic knowledge in order to interpret texts meaningfully.
· Students can understand cultural difference by comparing American with Korean obituary.
 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: reading text “Want a long obituary? …..” and sample obituaries
· Listening: listening to teacher’s presentation, instruction, and classmates’ ideas
· Speaking: talking about personal experience and sharing ideas in a group
· Writing: answering comprehension questions and writing students’ own obituary



	Language Systems:

Want a Long Obituary? Be President, Pope or Publisher

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The longest obituary of the past 30 years did not appear on the front page.

Combining my last two posts – one on long stories, one on front-page obituaries – here are a few more numbers to ponder.

Last year’s obituary for the former Times publisher Arthur O. Sulzberger was the fourth-longest obituary in the last 30 years.

Over those three decades, only 10 obituaries have been longer than 6,000 words. The longest was for Pope John Paul II at 13,870 words. (Incidentally, the obituary itself did not appear on A1; news stories and analysis on the pope’s death took precedence.) Next was the obituary for former President Richard M. Nixon at 13,155, followed by the one for former President Ronald Reagan at 11,411.
Then Mr. Sulzberger’s at 7,725. And the last of the longest five was yet another former president, Gerald R. Ford, at 7,674.
Moral of the story: If you want a long obituary, consider becoming president or pope. Failing that, it’s best to be the former publisher of the newspaper publishing the obituary.
