Appendix #1

Jeju Island : volcanic Island full of allure
Jeju Island is the largest volcanic island in Korea. Officially called Jeju Special Self-Governing Province, this premier tourist destination boasts mild weather, as well as scenic beauties of beaches, waterfalls, cliffs and caves. Some of the top tourist sites include Hallasan National Park with a largely diverse species of flora and fauna, Seongsan Ilchulbong Peak with breathtaking views, and Manjanggul Cave, the world’s longest lava tube that has been registered as a UNESCO World Natural Heritage. Meanwhile, Jeju has recently won the Global Geopark certificate, and also has been selected as the New 7 Wonders of Nature.

In recent years, the Jeju Olle Trails have become one of the primary ways for people to experience the local flavor of the island (as well as get their exercise!). Long ago, people on the island built stone walls around their land to protect their homes from the harsh wind. Small pathways (called “Olle”) ran alongside each wall, connecting houses in the village to the main roads. Today, these pathways as known as the Olle Trails
There is a Korean proverb saying, "People are sent to Seoul and horses to Jeju Island." True to the saying, with wide swaths of grass and balmy weather, the island is an ideal place to raise horses and they can be seen practically everywhere. There are dozens of horse riding facilities all over the island for tourists to get a chance to get up close and personal with the famous Jeju horse (smaller and furrier than its mainland cousin). 
As an island with a long history of fishing, Jejudo Island is known for dishes made with fresh and savory seafood. Various seafood dishes use mackerel, hairtail fish, abalone, and tilefish caught right from the waters surrounding Jejudo Island. The chewy taste of the famed black pork is also a known trademark of island. The horse-raising history has led to a number of dishes using horsemeat, only available on Jejudo Island.

The balmy weather of Jejudo Island is perfect for growing Hallabong and other delicious citrus fruits. Fresh seafood caught around the island and foods using Baeknyeoncho (cactus native to the island) are also among Jeju’s culinary delights.

Pigs are no longer raised in this way, but the Jeju black pig is still seen as one of Jeju’s trademarks and it said to be chewier and more delicious than other types of pork. The distinctive black hairs can even be seen on some of the meat used in pork dishes.

6. Tilefish & Hairtail fish

This life is a hospital, in which the sick are all obsessed  with the desire for a change of bed. One would like to suffer in front of the stove; another imagines he would recover, were he near the window. 

It seems to me that I would always feel well wherever I don't happen to be, and this question of a change of domicile is one which Iam forever discussing with my soul. 

'Tell me, my soul, my poor chilled soul, what would you think of living in Lisbon? it must be warm there, you would soon be as merry as a lizard. It's a town on the waterfront; they say it's built of marble, and that its inhabitants have such a horror of plants that they uproot all the trees. There's a landscape after your taste - a landscape  made entirely of light and mineral, with water to reflect them.' 

My soul offers no reply. 

'Since you are so fond of rest and quiet, so long as you have some movement to watch,  would you like to go and live in Holland, that land which fills one with bliss? perhaps you will find plenty to interest you in that country  whose image you have often admired in art galleries.  

What about Rotterdam, you who love forests of masts,  and ships berthed right beside the houses?' 

My soul remains silent. 

'Perhaps you would find Batavia more to your liking? There, incidently, we would find the spirit of Europe wedded to tropical beauty.' Not a word. - Can my soul be dead? 'Have you reached such a state of torpor that you enjoy your suffering? If so, then let us escape to those countries which are the counterparts of death. 

I have exactly what you are looking for, my poor soul! We'll pack our bags for Torneo. Let's go even farther - to the extreme end of the Baltic  - or even farther from life, if you like - let's set up house at the North Pole! 

There the sun only obliquely skims the earth,  and the slow alternation of light and dark cuts out variety and enhances the monotony, which is half of Nothingness itself. There we can take long baths of darkness,  while for our entertainment the Aurora Borealis 

will offer us its rosy sheaves from time to time,  like reflections of a firework-display in Hell.' 

At last my soul erupts and cries out, in its wisdom:  
'Anywhere! - Anywhere! out of this world!'
