	Aims:
· Students will enhance their reading skills by practicing scan & skim reading techniques and answering vocabulary and comprehensive questions, and further also improve their vocabulary and imaginative writing skills by carrying out the activities given by the teacher.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Texts (graphic novel) and worksheets
· Listening: T's presentation, instruction, demonstration. Fellow Ss' ideas.
· Speaking: Sharing ideas and answering questions given by T and worksheets.
· Writing: Answering worksheet questions and taking notes.

	Language Systems: 
· Phonology: Cerebellum, Eugenics, Prowess, Bureau, Aphorism, Ludicrous, Psyche
· Lexis: Cerebellum, Eugenics, Prowess, Bureau, Aphorism, Ludicrous, Psyche

	Assumptions:

· Ss are interested in reading comics.

· Ss are adults, over 18 years of age.

· Ss are interested in the topic 'Humanity'.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Some Ss might find the text's contents disturbing

· Explain that it is sometimes necessary to take impacts to question their fundamental / profound beliefs. Advise them to take it as it is; a graphic novel.
· Some of the vocabularies used in the text could be difficult

· Go through vocabulary worksheet and further explain to Ss when required.

· Some Ss may finish the main task earlier than others
· Give them the supplementary material to read & think about.

	GREETING
Has everyone seen the news on the cruise-ship sinking near Jindo?

(Ss respond)

The waters are very rough around the area, so I think divers might have problems going in. But when you look at how the captain fled the ship, the media forcing interviews with the victims and their families, and people spreading false rumors online. Do you think that humanity is served?

(Ss respond)

OK. Our major topic today would be on 'Humanity'.

(write the topic on the board)

Does everyone enjoy reading comics?

(Ss respond)

I have brought a science fiction comic / graphic novel called 'Gunnm', or 'Battle Angel Alita' in English. Science fiction is a great genre to approach on the matter of humanity, and this is a classic novel from 90's.

	Vocabulary (Prediction)
I will first give you the list of vocabularies which appear in the text. Please have a quick look, and think about what they would mean individually. I will just give you 1 minute.

(Hand out worksheet A: Vocabulary)

Main Text

OK then, let's have a look at the graphic novel.

Some of the contents could be disturbing, but I believe that it also gives you something to think about. I advise you to just accept them as they are, as a graphic novel.
Please read them by yourself. I will give you 5 minutes
(Hand out the material: "Battle Angel Alita", Vol.9, p14~23)
ICQ:
Do you read it in a group?
How long do you have?
1 minute left. Do you need more time?
(Give 30 more seconds if they do)
So, how did you like it?
(Ss respond)
Vocabulary check

OK then, were the words in the text too difficult?
(Ss respond)

Let's go back to the vocabulary list I gave you. If you have any other words that you find difficult, please add those words, too.

(If Ss have other words which they don't understand, give them 10~30 seconds to write them down).
Now, I want you to get in pairs, and write down your answers or ideas about what those words could mean, including the words that you've written additionally. I will give you 4 minutes.
ICQ:

Do you work individually?
Can you talk about the words you've added to the list?
1 minute left. Do you need more time?
(Give 30 more seconds if they do)
(Go through answers with Ss)
Comprehension Check
This time, I will give you another worksheet with 7 questions. There are some questions which you can't find the answers directly from the novel, but please try to work on your imagination and fill in your answer to them as well. I want you to work in the same groups, and I'll give you 7 minutes.
ICQ:
Who are you working with?
How long do you have?

(Hand out Worksheet B: Comprehension)
1 minute left. Do you need more time?
(Give 1 more minute if they do)
OK then, let's check the answers.

(Go through answers with Ss and discuss with their ideas with the rest of the class on applied questions (Questions 6 & 7). Ask Ss to give their reasons.)
Well done, class.

	Now, we're going to be creative and try writing the dialogues ourselves! I will give you a copy of a different page in the book, after a few episodes. They have empty speech bubbles, so I want you to fill them in. Please do them individually, and I'll give you 8 minutes. Please keep in mind that there are no right or wrong answers for this!
ICQ:

How long do you have?
Do you work in pairs or groups?

Are there right or wrong answers?
(Hand out Worksheet C)
1 minute left. Do you need more time?
(Give 1 more minute if they do)
Checking answers

OK than, let's see what you've wrote. But I want you to read 1 dialogue each, in turns. So can we start from Jin, for the dialogue #1?
(Ss read their dialogues.)
(T take notes of any errors Ss make.)
(If there is enough time, do 1 more round of reading, starting from a different student.)
Now, how did you find everyone's dialogues?
(Ss respond)

I want you to discuss with your table about what others have written, and how they differ or similar to yours - discuss why they are so. I'll give you 5 minutes.
ICQ:
Who are you discussing with?
How long do you have?
What are you discussing?
(Circulate the class, and throw in your thoughts if it could make the discussion more interesting. Remember if they are making errors and note them discretely, when you're not in the discussion.)
OK, time's up.
