	Aims:

· Main aim –The class will help Ss to develop their reading skills by learning and reading about human body systems.
· Secondary aim –Ss will learn about human body system by matching images with appropriate words, reading article on body systems, play mime game associating with reading and creating their own body.

· Personal aim –I want to improve my voice volume and teacher’s pace.



	Language Skills:

· Speaking skill –Ss will discuss about body systems in matching activity.
· Writing skill –Ss will write about their own body designs
· Listening skill –Ss will listen about each classmate’s thoughts

· Reading skill –Ss will read the articles on the body systems

	The article could be too long for Ss to read in three minutes

	I will ask Ss to read the article as a group.  So that the faster readers can help the slower readers.


	I might finish the micro teaching earlier than thirty minutes
	I will do SOS word puzzle activity for the rest of the class time.

CCQ:
“Is the skeletal system consisted of muscles and skin tissues?” =no

“Are skull and ribs part of the skeletal system?” =yes
Make groups within the existing seating.  Two groups with three Ss and two groups with four people. (do quickly with gestures) 

Tape the answer wall chart – cover the answer with sheet of paper
Demonstration:
Point to the wall chart number one
“The word is billion and corresponding image is h.”
Write down h and tape the image on the chart.

Instruction:
“I want you to do the same as I did”
“I want you to match the words with the images”
“You are working in groups”
“You have five minutes to work on this activity”
ICQ:
“What are we going to do?” =match words with images

“For how long?” =five minutes

“Are you working individually?” =no

“Are you working in your group?” =yes

Explicit Instruction:
“I also want you to wait until every groups get the cards”
Explicit ICQ:
“Are you going to start as soon as I give you the cards?” (gesture) =no

	Creative grouping technique.
Go around the room and ask a student to say “human” and the next one to say “body” and the third one to say “system” and in this manner, the whole class should be saying either human or body or system.
“All human raise your hands.  Move to this side of the classroom please” (gestures)

“All bodies raise your hands. And gather in the middle please” (gestures)

“Let me see the system people.  Sit this side of the classroom please” (gestures)

Draw the seating arrangement on the board.
“I want you to sit in this arrangement”
Instruction:
“I want you to read the article as a group”
“You have three minutes for reading”
ICQ:
“What are we going to do?” =read the article

“For how long?” =three minutes
“Are you working alone?” =no

“As a group?” =yes

Explicit Instruction:
“I also want you to wait until I say begin”
