	Aims: 
▪Main aim: To enable students to improve their speaking skills by introducing the idea of culture shock.
▪Secondary aim: Students will talk about culture shock by ordering the stage of culture shock, make story of culture shock, and engage in bingo game for their experiences.
▪Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQ, CCQ delivery and how to demonstrate the activities.


	Language Skills:
▪Speaking: Students will talk about their culture shock experience.
▪Writing: Students will write down the creative story about culture shock.
▪Listening: Students will listen about each other’s personal experience.

▪Reading: Students will read the worksheets and will discuss about the culture shock related to situation.


	Language Systems:
▪Phonological: None to discuss.
▪Lexical: Learn some vocabularies about ‘Culture shock’
▪Grammatical: None to discuss.
▪Functional: Order the stage of culture shock.
▪Discourse: Making a story.


	Assumptions:
           Some students do not have any experience about culture shock.

           Some students have already known the meaning of blind date.

All students have done a bingo game before.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
▪Some students may not have any culture shock experiences.
→If some students do not have any experiences for culture shock, I will give some examples to understand the meaning of culture shock. 

▪Students may need more time for making a story.

→If they need more time to do it, encourage them to share their idea to make a story as soon as possible they can.
▪Students may finish their activity earlier than I expected.

→ Ask their idea as many students as possible, share their idea in detail and then do SOS activity for the last of time.
