	Aims:

First aim: To enable students to improve their listening skills by having students discuss the culture of blind dating in context to exposing students to learn the use of figurative language.
Secondary aim: Students will talk about blind date by having students match idioms, take dictation of four people profile, and engage in a speed dating competition searching for a compatible partner.
Personal aim: I want to make students to improve listening ability through this activity and focus on ICQ, CCQ.


	Language Skills:

Speaking: Students will compare the answers with group. 
Writing: Students will be engaged in speed dating competition and write down the other’s profile.

Listening: Students will listen about each other’s personal desires in an effort to find a compatible match.

Reading: Students will read the worksheets and will read the listening script belonging to David, Sandra, Chris and Judy. 


	Language Systems:
Phonological: None to discuss.
Lexical: Using idioms to describe people’s characteristic.

Grammatical: None to discuss.

Functional: Asking people out on a date.

Discourse: 18 idiomatic expressions


	Assumptions:

            Most students have been on a blind date.
            All students have done a dictation activity before.

            Some students have already known the meaning of blind date.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
- Students may not do taking dictation well → If they need to repeat the listening tape, let students hear it again. (Rewind-Pause-Play-Rewind-Pause-Play)
- Students may need more time for matching idioms → If they need more time to do it, encourage them to share their answers instead of write down the answers on the board. 
- Students may finish their activity earlier than I expected → Ask their idea as many students as possible, share their idea in detail and then do SOS activity for the last of time.

Grouping Technique
Tell the ‘blind date’ and repeat the word each person.

If you say ‘Blind’, go to right side, if you say ‘Date’, go to left side.

And make a team for 3 people.

Instruction/Demonstration
I will give you idioms worksheet for each team and give you 8 minutes and work with your team.
Match the first part of each sentence with the second part containing idioms.

Run
I just monitor around the class and check time. ( 1min, 30 sec, 10 sec, time’s up)
I will give you 1 more minute to write down the answers. Ask the class, ‘Who is the tallest in your team?’
After 1 minute, ask the each student to read sentence first and the answer.

Taking dictation while teacher is reading.

Taking dictation while teacher is reading. Students could get a chance to listen script again by OOO’s help.
Students will present.

One team reads the 2nd person script and the other team listen, write down the script. Do the same way for 3rd person. 
Students will present.

Wearing high-heels student come up the class and sit in the middle of the class.
Except wearing high-heel student, students come up the board, read and pass the details about 4th person to her. 2 students (wearing high-heels) write down the details and will present.

Addition Instruction for 1st person.
After reading the script, I will pick someone who helps me. And OOO come to the class and explain the OOO’s role.

If students want to listen the script again, they can rewind, pause and play by OOO’s help.

I read the script again. (Rewind-Pause-Play)
Run
Check the answers. Ask the students about name, age, race, hobbies and who is he looking for?

Instruction for 2nd &3rd person
Divide the class into 2 parts and then one side read the 2nd person’s script and the other side only listens and writes down what they read. Do the same way for 3rd person.
Run
I just monitor the class and check the each team’s answer. Ask the students about name, age, race, hobbies and who is she looking for?

Instruction for 4th person

‘Who is wearing the tallest high-heels in your team?’
Come up the class who is wearing high-heels and sit in the middle of the class.

And I will put the 4th person script on the board and the other people come up the board, read and memorize the details as much as they can. And then, pass the details to the person who is wearing high-heels.
Run

I just monitor around the class and check time. ( 1min, 30 sec, 10 sec, time’s up)
Check the answers and ask students who sit in the middle of the class for 4th person.
Close
Both teams did well! All students describe the people by using idioms.
