	Aims: 

Main aims: To enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by having Ss discuss and interview the famous people 
Secondary aim : Ss will talk about the famous people by discussing how they contributed to the world and making a conversation between a reporter and the famous person.

Personal aim: I want to improve on my CCQ and ICQ delivery. Also, I want to improve time management.



	Language Skills:
 Speaking: Ss will discuss the activities with partner and present what they talk.
 Writing : Ss will write the questions to the famous person.
 Listening : Ss will listen about teacher’s explanation and what partners say in group or pair activities
 Reading : Ss will read the worksheets of the famous people



	Language Systems:
Lexis : vocabulary about explaining the famous people
  Phonology : None to discuss

  Grammatical : practicing past tense when Ss explain the famous people
Function : explaining about the famous people and what they contributed to society.
Discourse : discussion on activities




	Assumptions:
 -All Ss have known about a lot of famous people in the world.
 -Ss have their own knowledge about how the famous people contributed to the world 
-Ss have known the past tense.
-Ss have known what is yes or no questions.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
1. Ss might not know exactly who they are on the worksheet of the famous people.

 ( I will prepare another worksheet which explain about the famous people briefly.

2. Ss might find it difficult to understand instruction of the activities
 ( I will prepare the clear demonstration and ICQ.

3. Ss might read the worksheet of the famous too slow, which may affect time management.
 ( I will advice that Ss don’t have to read all the articles, because it is for reference.
4. I might need more time to complete my teaching, because some Ss could be absent.

( I will do SOS activity if I have 5 minutes left.

	Who Changed the World
Elicit

Show Ss the picture of Obama and ask.
“Who is he? What does he do?”
Show Ss the picture of Bill Gates and ask.

“Who is he? What does he do?”
Show Ss the picture of Yuna Kim and ask.
“Who is she? What does she do?”
Tape 3 pictures to the board.

“Do they have any common thing? We already know them. Most people know them..because...

Starts with F... famous. Yes. All of them are famous people.”
.

CCQ
Am I famous?  (NO)

Is Yuna Kim famous? (YES)
Is Kim Su Hyun famous? (YES)

Instruction:

Make Ss into 5 groups. (each group has 3 Ss and staying their seats)
Give the worksheets to each group.
“One sheet has nine famous people in the history and the other sheet wrote what they did. Who do you think is the most important person that changed the world? Choose one person and discuss why it is with your partners. You will have 3 minutes.”
ICQ
What are you going to do?

(Choose one person who changed the world and discuss why..)
Are you gonna work individually? (No)
In groups? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (3 min)
“Start!”
“1min left...30 sec. left..10 sec left.”
“Who is the tallest one? The tallest one is going to present to the class.”
Make the tallest one present what they discussed.

	Interviewing the Famous
Grouping
Point to 3 pictures of famous people on the board and ask Ss “Who are they? Famous people”
Say to Ss from left side to right side “famous..people..famous..people..”
“Who is ‘famous’? Go to left side..Who is ‘people’? Go to right side..”
Make two Ss pair after Ss moved their seats. ( I will tape the wall chart of ‘Interviewing the Famous’ answers to the board, while Ss move)
Instruction
Explain to Ss about activity. “There are 5 answers on this chart. These are what the famous person answers when the reporter asks questions. We need to imagine what the reporter asks.”
Demonstration

“I choose..My famous person is Obama . Number one answer is ‘absolutely not’, right? The reporter might ask, I’ve heard Michelle Obama can make Kimchi. Isn’t it spicy? Absolutely not.  Oh, do you eat Kimchi often? Every night. Are you okay with the garlic smell? That’s okay. I have a good toothbrush.“
(I will point to the answer on the wall chart, when I say the asnwers.)

“Like this, you will make a conversation with your partner from number one to number 5.”
Give a piece of paper to the pairs.

“You and your partner will choose a famous person and make a conversation between a reporter and the famous  person. You will have 5 minutes.”
ICQ                                                           What are you going to do? (Make a conversation between a reporter and the famous person.)
Are you working individually? (No)
Are you working in pairs? (Yes)

How much time do you have? (5 min)
“Start!”
“1 minute left... 30 seconds left... 10 seconds left...”
“Let’s present the conversation that you and your partner made.”
 Let them talk from right side, back side, and left side.

Instruction

Show a post-it to Ss.

“I will give a post-it to you. 
Do not show it to other person.”
Give a post-it to each person. 

After distribute all the post-it,

“Paste your post-it to your partner’s forehead. Your partner should not know what is written.” 

Paste a post-it to my forehead. (TPR)
“All of you stand up and come out to the center.”
After all Ss come out, I will explain.
“Your post-it has the name of famous person. You need to find who it is. You can only ask each person one time and they must be yes or no questions”
Demonstration
I ask a question to one student. “Am I female? No..(to other student) Am I alive? No..(to other student) Did I make something? Yes..”
“You are going to ask yes or no questions to other student. You will have 3 minutes.”
Instruction
What are you going to do? (ask yes or no questions.)

Are you working individually? (No, whole class)

How much time do you have? (3 min)

“Start!”
1 minute left...30 seconds left...10 seconds left...

“Did you find who you are? yes..”
All Ss find out who it is and return to their seat.

I listen carefully to what they talk during the activities and correct the mistakes if there are. 
Have Ss unscramble “SFMAOU” (Show the paper.)
“Any questions?”
If not enough time “See me during the break of after school, if you have further questions. Thank you.”

Instruction:

I will point to the picture of Bill Gates and ask Ss 

“What comes to mind when you think of Bill Gates? In my case, He reminds me of  ‘computer’, because he made MicroSoft.”
I will write down ‘Computer reminds me of....’ on the board.

Demonstration
I will show another example.

“The Computer reminds me of ‘Problem’.  Because the computer makes problem sometimes.”
“Now listen to the word spoken by the person before you. Then think of a word that is related to the word spoken by the person before you. And explain the reason why you choose it.
We have 30 seconds per person. “
ICQ
What are you going to do? (Say the word that reminds me of.)
How much time do you have? (30 seconds.)
Are you working in pairs? (No 
individually)
I will ask the student from back side, left side and right side.

Each student makes a sentence and I will write down the words they say. I will limit time for 30 seconds to each other.

After finishing, I will ask Ss

“Any questions? (if not) Thank you.”
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
