· Main aim: To enable Ss to improve their listening skills by having Ss discuss 
Blind-dates.

· Secondary aim: Ss will talk about blind dates by matching the idioms, dictation and speed date.
· Personal aim: I want to improve my teaching pace and time management.


	Language Skills:

· Listening: The students will listen to the short speeches about 4 people and what kind of partner they’re looking for.
· Reading: The students will read idioms in worksheet.
· Speaking: The students will speak about 4people in script.
· Writing: The students will dictate when the other speaks.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: none to discuss
· Lexis: compatible
· Grammar: past or future tense
· Function: asking people out on a date and inviting people.
· Discourse: 18 idioms.


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· How the class is set up and run (there will be 3 student groups at each table)

· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course
·  graduates (Age 25 and up)
· Most students have been on a blind date


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Problems

Solutions

Students may need more time to work on the idioms

If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board

If the time is short

Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about what’s most in a lifetime partner

If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

Ask as many students as possible about their idea of a good partner for life, and differences between what they want in a date and what they want in a spouse
