	Aims:
· Main Aims: Ss will be able to use idioms through role playing. 
· Secondary Aims: Ss will be able to improve their listening skills
and to pick up details when listening to British accent by completing the cloze.

· Personal Aim: I want them to improve practical skills and to use the idioms for suitable situation.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Ss should listen to the podcast about pie in the sky and listen to the audio file about pronunciation.
· Speaking: Ss should speak the script and do role playing (Make a dialogue) and listen to pronunciation file and repeat.
· Reading:  Ss should read the script of topic.
· Writing:  Ss should take a note while listening and fill in the blank on the work sheet#2.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Unfortunately (ŭn-fôr′chə-nĭt) 
· Lexis: pie in the sky, new vocabulary in the dialogue.(worksheet #1)
· Grammar: I wish they would stop building shopping centres everywhere.(subjunctive mood)
· Function: Lecturing
· Discourse: Discussion, Role playing.


	Assumptions:
· The instructor has a British accent.
· Ss will be able to understand most of vocabulary from the cloze.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss need linguistic help to express their opinions during discussion and making dialogue, Give them linguistic support by providing definitions and some examples.
· If Ss have trouble with pronunciation of vocabulary, T encourage them to be clear.
· If Ss are unable to understand the expressions from Youtube video, T can advise them to understand better.

(->Ss repeat them)

As I mentioned, today we are going to learn about idioms.

(Turn on the file)

What’s happened?

(Give worksheet)

Now, let’s listen to it again and while it’s playing, you can fill all of the blanks as many as you can.

ICQ : What do you have to do while listening?
(Play)

How many blanks did you fill?

Let’s make a group and then discuss about the blanks and the example
I’ll give you 3minutes to finish.

(After 3 minutes)

Time’s up.

Let’s read the dialogue by a group.

This team is ‘Finn’ and the other team is ‘Li’.

(After reading the dialogue)
CCQ : Why the speaker said ‘pie in the sky’ for the first example?

           Will Mary likely live a life of luxury?

Let’s make pairs first, and then I want you guys to make a dialogue by using the expression ‘pie in the sky’.

Demonstration : I’m going to show you how can we use the expression.

Ex : I’d like to buy a Porsche, but I don’t have enough money to buy Porsche. I know it’s a pie in the sky.
I’ll give you 4 minutes. Let’s go.

ICQ: Is it a pair work or group work?

        How long do you have?

Time’s up.

Let’s come up at the front of the class and then present your role playing.

(Do the role playing by pairs)
Ok, everyone. I think you are doing well.
CCQ : Is there a real pie in the sky?

           Is this expression for eating pie from the sky?
