	Materials:
· 2 pictures
· 6 copies of vocabulary worksheets
· 6 copies of reading text
· 6 copies of worksheets (short answer questions)
· 6 copies of worksheets (speaking activity)
· Board & markers


	Aims:
· Ss will be familiar with vocabulary used in the reading text by matching the words to its meaning.

· Ss will be able to find the main idea by both answering guiding questions and skimming the reading text.

· Ss will be able to get details by scanning the reading text and answering the short questions.

· Ss will be able to enhance the speaking skills by actively participating in the group discussion.


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read the text on “coffee”.
· Writing: Ss will answer the short answer questions.
· Speaking: Ss will answer the guiding question via group discussion.
· Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher’s explanation, instructions, and ideas from the peers.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A

· Lexis: graze, commodity, smuggle, dose

· Grammar: N/A

· Function: Sharing opinions, guessing the fact
· Discourse: discussion


	Assumptions:

· Ss are adults at an intermediate level and are able to express their ideas in English.

· Ss have done some skimming and scanning activities in the past.
· Ss would find the topic interesting and educational.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss need linguistic help to express their opinion during discussion, give them linguistic support by providing explanation and some examples.

· Ss may have different pace in reading the text. Teacher reads the text with Ss and explains the sentences that Ss do not understand.

· Some Ss might have difficulty in doing the comprehension questions. Closely monitor and give them some help.

	Greeting:

Hello everyone, how are you?
Eliciting:

Let me show you some pictures.

(Show the picture of coffee cherries)

Do you know what these are?

These are coffee cherries and they are the fruits.

(Show the picture of the history of Starbucks)

Have you seen these logos before? What company is this?

Starbucks is an American global company, the largest coffeehouse company in the world.

Introducing the topic:

So, can you guess what today’s topic is?

That’s right. The topic is “coffee.”

(Write the word “coffee” on the board using marker)

Let’s learn more about “coffee”, shall we?

	*Pre-teach new vocabulary
Before we read the text, let’s learn some new vocabulary. 
(Distribute the worksheet)

Now, we are going to do a matching activity.

Instruction
Match the word on the left to the meaning on the right. 

Draw a line to match. Work with your partner. You have 3 minutes.

Demonstration

Here is an example. The first word is “graze”.

Find the definition of “graze” on the right-hand side.

When you find the answer, draw a line.

ICQ
Are you working alone?
What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

(Let Ss know that the person sitting next to him/her is the partner)

(Write down the new vocabulary on the board while they are doing activity and monitor Ss discreetly)
Let’s check the answers together. 
What did you get for “graze”?

(Check all the answers with Ss)

Ok, now let’s start reading our text, “coffee”!

	I. Skimming for the main idea
(Teacher writes the guiding question on the board)
Q1: How was coffee discovered?

Q2: What’s inside coffee, and what’s its effect?
Instruction
Skim the text. Think about the guiding questions when you read.

Nothing to be written. You have 3 minutes. Work alone.

Demonstration
Does anyone know how to skim the text?

Skimming is reading a text to get the basic idea, rather than concentrating on absorbing all the details. For instance, people skim read a newspaper article just to get a quick overview.

ICQ
Do you read the text alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the reading text)

1 minute left.

All right, time’s up!

Did you find the answers to the guiding questions?

(Check the answers with Ss)

II. Scanning for details
Instruction
Read the worksheet. This time, scan the text and find the answers to the questions. You have 3 minutes. Work alone.

ICQ
What are you going to do?

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet and run the activity)

(Monitor discreetly)

Do you need more time?

Now, let’s check the answers together.

What is the answer for the question number 1?

Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions 2 to 7)

How was the reading activity? Did you enjoy? Was it difficult?

	I. Production
We’ve learned a little bit of history of “coffee”.

Now, we are going to do some speaking activities.

[Distribute the worksheet]

Introduction
Make the groups of 3. In your group, read and discuss the questions on the worksheet. You have 5 minutes.

Demonstration
Let’s read the first question together quickly. 
What are the 5 best coffee producing countries in the world?
If you remember from the reading passage, I could try to guess that  “Ethiopia” to be one of the best coffee producing countries.

Try to guess with your partners. 

ICQ
What are you going to do?

How much time do you have?

[Monitor discreetly]

All right. Time’s up. Any volunteer to share his/her thoughts?

[Check the answers with Ss. Actively involve them in this last activity]

Did you enjoy today’s topic? Everyone did a good job.
Thank you for your effort. 

All right! It’s a wrap! I see you guys next week!

NOTES: T can give Ss some writing homework; however, since this was a short 30-minute lesson, T decides not to request any further activities.
