( Main Activity) Reading Text
Title: SPY
         Spying has been going on throughout human history. When humans desire more land, resources, security, or the wealth, they often send out spies to gather information. This information is called intelligence. Gathering intelligence can be difficult and dangerous, but it’s not always hard to obtain. Spies, like regular people, can obtain important information from reading newspapers, watching television, or using the internet. However, at other times, spies must adopt more covert methods. For this, they use intelligence technology.
         

         Spies commonly use intelligence technology to let them see thing that can’t normally be seen. For example, telescopic lenses help them see accurate details at long distances, and night vision goggles let them via satellite. On the ground, spies use heat-sensing devices to see through walls and vegetation, and cameras of all shapes and sizes to take pictures. Today, there are even spy cameras that can be hidden in pens, shoes, and spectacles. Obtaining accurate visual intelligence is an important goal for most spies.
         

         Modern technology also helps to extend spies’ hearing. 1. The devices that receive and record secret sound transmissions are often called bugs. 2. A bug is a tiny microphone that is attached to a radio transmitter. 3. Sometimes the bug transmits an audio signal that the spy can listen to or record. Bugs can be hidden in objects or attached to people. A spy might hide a bug in a phone, a watch, some jewelry, or on the back of a credit card. 4. If the bug is attached to a recording device, the spy will have a lasting and accurate account of his or her audio intelligence.
         

         Once intelligence is obtained, spies must transmit it to their employers. Sending coded messages that contain intelligence was one of the first uses for intelligence technology. Over 2,000 years ago, the spies that worked for Alexander the Great were writing secret information about Alexander’s enemies on long strips of paper. When Alexander received the messages back in Macedonia, he wrapped them around special decoding sticks so they could be read. In much more modern times, during WWI, spies sometimes delivered intelligence by attaching it to the legs of carrier pigeons. The messages were miniaturized and could only be read using a film projector or a microscope. They were coded too, in case the carrier pigeon went missing.
         

         There’s no denying that spying is a sneaky profession. Sometimes it seems glamorous, sometimes it seems scary, and sometimes it seems downright dishonest. However, having accurate intelligence can help groups make effective decisions. It can save lives and it can help companies become successful. Smart spying doesn’t just rely on smart spies; it also relies on smart intelligence technology.
