	Materials:

- Wall chart - demonstrations
- Picture of a man making a reservation. Picture of a clerk, a baggage claiming traveler, a flight attendant and a passenger.



	Aims:
- Main aims: To enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by having Ss discuss about their previous and future traveling situations, in context to exposing Ss to learn the use of travel-related vocabulary.
- Secondary aim : Ss will talk about traveling by sharing worst traveling experience, being engaged in a role play of a flight attendant and a passenger, and writing a review of a best hotel as a trip adviser.
- Personal aim: I want to improve on my ICQs, monitoring, and pace of teaching.



	Language Skills:
- Speaking: Ss will talk about the worst travel experiences, be engaged in a role 

play, and speak out to share their best hotel review.
- Writing : Ss will write their previous experiences, lines for role play, and a best hotel review, in prior to their speaking presentation.
- Listening : Ss will listen to each other’s past travel, role playing, and a hotel review.
- Reading : Ss will read teacher’s demonstrations on the wall chart.


	Language Systems:
- Lexis : Booking, Aisle, Jet leg, Stopover
- Phonology : None to discuss

- Grammatical : None to discuss

- Function : Made the flight, after the takeoff, all booked up, stay out late. 
- Discourse : Idiomatic expressions such as “Hit the road” 

	


	Assumptions:
 - All Ss have had traveled to other country and have stayed in a hotel before or know someone who has.

 - Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences with traveling or know someone who has.

 - Most Ss have been on an air plane before, or know someone who has.
 - All Ss have done a role play before.



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

	Problems

- Due to time management, Ss must explain the worst travel experience which they might have too much/less information to share.

- For the role play, students might have difficulties making up their own story. However, demonstrating by writing on the board will take up too much time.
- Ss might take too much time writing a review in full sentences about their best hotel experience.
- I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro teaching since some class members could be absent or running late. 


	Solutions

: I will manage Ss talking time by limiting to 4 interrogatives (When, Where, with Who, and Why) about their worst experiences. 

: I will give example of different role play as a demonstration already written on a wall chart, so I can save time and give clear idea of instructions at the same time.
: I will give Ss worksheets that already list the most of the necessary information already, so the Ss can simply fill out the blanks.
: I will do SOS activity and have students just present at their seat if I have between 2 to 5 minutes left on the clock.
I will make students come up to the board and write their opinions and then have them present if I have between 6 to 10 minutes left on the clock.

Creative Grouping

Assign each student “hotel” and “booking”. Make Ss move to other side of the classroom. Then, re-pair Ss. Now Clara and T.S. work together.

Demonstrations

“Guys, my worst travel was 

in summer 2008, when I had to stay in Japan for 24 hours for the stopover heading to England.
Why it was the worst?

The meal I had in the flight remained undigested and sat heavy on my stomach, because I was so nervous about my first trip by myself.

Nevertheless, when I arrived in the hotel I booked, they told me they don’t have any room reserved under my name. I had to stay 2 hours in the hotel lobby feeling sick, almost crying with my mobile phone not working, because nobody in the hotel spoke English fluently and I also couldn’t speak Japanese fluently. 
Then I realized I went to a wrong hotel. Ever after this horrible experience, I do not book stopover flights anymore.”
