	Materials:
· A picture

· 7 copies of worksheet #1 (fill the blanks)

· 7 copies of worksheet #2 (business comparisons)

· 7 copies of worksheet #3 (practice activity for comparing)

· Board & markers


	Aims:
· Ss will learn grammar by practicing to use comparative adjectives.
· Ss will be able to use the correct forms of comparative adjective that are relevant and commonly used in their corporative environment.
· Ss will be able to enhance their speaking skills by actively participating in the group discussion/presentation.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the questionnaires and worksheets.
· Writing: Ss will think and write the missing comparative adjectives in accordance with the context.
· Speaking: Ss will discuss with partners, and share their experience by using the comparative form.
· Listening: Ss will listen to a song, teacher’s explanation, instructions, and ideas from the peers.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A
· Lexis: than, then, SMS, CC, BCC
· Grammar: comparative adjectives
· Function: sharing opinions, participating actively
· Discourse: discussion


	Assumptions:

· Ss are at least passively familiar with the comparative adjective forms.
· Ss are business professional and adults at intermediate level and are able to express their ideas in English.

· Ss would find the topic relevant and educational. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss need linguistic help to express their opinion during discussion, give them linguistic support by providing explanation and some examples.
· Ss may have different opinions for the main activity. If the answers sound illogical context-wise, try to correct the answers while encouraging them.
· Ss may get the rules too easily and quickly. Make sure that they have understood thoroughly. 
· Ss might write “then” instead of “than”. Correct them because this is a common mistake Ss make.

	Greeting:
Hello everyone, how are you?

Eliciting:

I am going to show you a picture of mine 30 years ago.

What do you guys think will be different? 

(Don’t correct Ss at this stage, just respond to the meaning of what they say, not the form)

All right. Here we go. This is me 30 years ago.

(Show the picture to Ss)

How was I different back then? 
(Allow more comments from Ss)

Introducing the topic:
What have we just done? 
(Try to elicit the word “compared”)
That’s right. We just “compared”. We compared two different looks.
We often wish to compare two things, people, or places, as we speak. 

In order to do that we need to use the special form of adjective called a “comparative adjective”.
(Write Comparative Adjectives on the board)

It’s important to use the comparative adjective correctly when we wish to express our opinion or make comparisons. 
So today’s topic is “comparative adjectives”.

	I prepared a song activity for you guys.
This is going to be a quick review on the comparative form with short adjectives.

The title of the song is “Stronger” by Kanye West.
(Distribute the worksheet#1)
Instruction
In the worksheet you will find the song’s lyrics with blank spaces. 
First, listen to the song and try to fill the blanks while listening.

You may compare your answers with your partners after the song finishes.
ICQ
What are you supposed to do?
Run the activity
(Play the song)
Does everyone feel “stronger” now? 

Let’s quickly check the answers together.

(Check the answers with Ss and write the answers on board)
All right. Good job, guys! I hope that this helped to refresh your memory on the comparative adjective usage.

Let’s move on to the next activity, shall we?

	I. Pre-teach with Eliciting
There is this word that is used after or is followed by the comparative adjective. Can anyone tell me?
(Elicit the word “than”)

That’s right. The word “than” is followed by the comparative adjective frequently, but not always. And please remember that it’s not “then”. This is a common mistake that a lot of people make. “Then” means “next”. So please make no mistake!
Now, I wanna ask: As business professionals, what kind of works do you do at the office?

(Elicit Ss’ ideas of their daily routines at their office)

Just how many of you write at least one email everyday or send business text messages?

Now, let’s see if you guys have seen these words.

(Write “SMS”, “CC”, and “BCC” on the board)

Why do business people use abbreviations? (Elicit Ss’ ideas)
It’s probably because it saves a lot of time in communication, and it sometimes is easier to understand, as it has become ways of communicating.
II. Main Activity
Now I am gonna distribute the next worksheet.

(Distribute the worksheet#2: Business Comparisons)

Instruction
Read the sentences with your partner and try to fill the missing words.

You gonna write the comparative adjectives. 

There is no definite answer, as long as the sentence makes sense in terms of the context.

Make sure that you use the comparative adjectives in the blanks.

Demonstration
Let’s look at the first example together.

Writing an email is… than writing a letter.

What do you guys think should be the answer?

Quicker. Faster. More convenient. These are all right answers.
I’ll give you guys 5 minutes.
ICQ
What kind of adjective do you use?

Do you work with your partners?
How much time do you have?
Run the activity
(Monitor Ss discreetly)

Let’s check the answers together!
(As there are many different possible answers, encourage any answers from Ss.)

SOS Activity
Write the following tongue twister on the board.
“Betty Botter bought a bit of butter.
The butter Betty Botter bought was a bit bitter.

And made her batter bitter.
But a bit of better butter makes better batter.
So Betty Botter bought a bit of better butter.

Making Betty Botter's bitter batter better.”
Let students read out loud.

Give small prize to a student who reads it the fastest, very precisely.

(Distribute blank papers)
Instruction
Workings in groups, let students create their own tongue twisters, using comparative or superlative adjectives. 

When they finish, let students present their tongue twisters.
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
