Main Aim:

· Students will become familiar with the use of the time preposition by using in the activity regarding time travelling
Secondary Aim:
Students will be able to develop their own ideas of the topic by using the expressions learned during the activity. 
Personal Aim: 
· I want to improve my instructions on grammar by implementing various activities while I deliver them.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: N/A
· Speaking:  Students will discuss each other regarding the time travelling by using time preposition such as at, on, in
· Listening:  Students will listen to the video file.
· Writing:  Students will write a short sentence on worksheet by using time preposition.


	Language Systems:
