	Aims:
· Ss will learn to present their ideas behind motivation in formal spoken English.
· Ss will be motivated after the lesson. They are encouraged to make mistakes, as it is the part of the process to become an effective speaker in the end.

· Ss will become more comfortable while expressing their own ideas with peers.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: Ss will read the slides with definitions and questionnaire.
· Writing: Ss will take notes while brainstorming and preparing the speech.
· Speaking: Ss will discuss with partners, and share their own ideas behind motivation.

· Listening: Ss will listen to a motivational speech.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: to be discussed after the discussion as a part of the error correction
· Lexis: intrinsic, extrinsic, quantum leap
· Grammar: to be discussed after the discussion as a part of the error correction
· Function: sharing experiences, participating actively
· Discourse: discussion


	Assumptions:
· Ss would find the topic relevant and educational.

· Ss would reflect the past and do the self-examination.

· Ss are adults at intermediate level and are able to express their ideas in English.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss need linguistic help to express their opinion during discussion, give them linguistic support by providing explanation and some examples.

· If Ss need more time to prepare their speech, allow them more time to prepare.
· If the internet doesn’t work, play the hangman game using the board.

	Good morning. How are you? 

Let’s start today’s lesson with playing some Hangman game, shall we?

You will guess the sentence, and it is going be your today’s topic!

[Playing the hangman game with Ss]

Have you ever gone to the job interview? I bet you have. 

The question like “What motivates you?” is one of those tough interview questions where your answer will be based on your background and experiences. 
This soul-searching interview question can really catch you off guard unless you’ve really thought about it. 

It is also a type of question that we need to ask ourselves often, because motivation is what gets us started and 
is what keeps us going in life.

What are the words that come to your mind when you hear the word “motivation”?

[Ss share their ideas]
That’s right. 
Success, accomplishment, desire, faith, optimism, goals, hard work, and determination. 
[Write them down on board]

These are some of the words that are often associated with the word “motivation”.

On this lesson, I want you guys to explore the ideas behind motivation and create a personal motivation profile by identifying how you were or are motivated. You will take some time to reflect and discover what motivates you the most.

	Task-preparation (Exploring the ideas behind motivation)

Why do we do the things that we do? There are a number of different ways of thinking about motivation. And there is this one method that involves looking at whether motivation comes from outside (extrinsic) or inside (intrinsic) the individual.

[Show the power point slide in which the definitions are given to Ss]

Now, I’d like to show you guys a very motivational video. You don’t have to write anything. I simply want you guys to watch. Enjoy.

[Play the video for 5 mins]

How do you guys feel now after watching this motivational speech? 

[Share Ss’ thoughts on the video]

It inspires us, right? It gives us the encouraging guidance on ways to improve.

	Task Realization (Reflection and Discovery of how Ss were/are motivated)

However, while others can inspire, encourage, and support you, in the end it is you are the only one who can move you to act. This comes from inside of you.

All right. It is now time to do some self-examination. The reason why we are doing this activity is, 1) to enhance your speaking skills
2) to actually motivate you and do better from now on.

Instruction
First, discuss with your partner for about 4 minutes and try to brainstorm and explore the ideas behind motivation. 
Then I want you guys to think very carefully and prepare to share your stories with other people in class. I will probably give you guys another 6 minutes to prepare the speech.
Let’s read the question together.
Questions:
What motivates you? Can you think of a time when you were very motivated? How was the result? What kinds of motivation did you have?

Were they intrinsic or extrinsic factors? Moving forward, what other motivations would you have?

Why are we doing this activity?

How much time do you have to discuss with your partner?
How much time do you have to prepare for an individual speech?

[Monitor closely and take notes of any language errors T hears]

Let’s hear from each and everyone of you.

[Ss give the speech while sitting down; as others pay attention to each Ss speak. T sit down as well while listening]

You guys did a great job. Everyone was outstanding while expressing in clear and effective language. Some of the errors were noticeable too. And I noticed some grammatical errors while you were preparing for the speech. Let’s take a quick look at them together.
Learning English is like learning to ride a bike. You fall off a lot, but you get the hang of it in the end. When you learn to speak English or any other language, you will make mistakes but you will be able to communicate effectively down the road. Don’t be ashamed of yourself if you make mistakes. That’s how we become stronger.
To end today’s class… I just want you guys to realize one thing. It doesn’t matter what everyone else says. Whatever you do or plan to do, simply do not give up. And work with all your heart. Be confident and have some faith. If we continue to do that, we will be just fine.
